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grids which, from space, must now look like a colossal Pentagon video-
gameboard. 

In his most recent collection of cantos, Violent Legacies (which includes
"The Pit"), Misrach offers a haunting, visual archeology of "Project W-47,"
the supersecret final assembly and flight testing of the bombs dropped on 
Hiroshima and Nagasaki. The hangar that housed the Enola Gay still stands 
(indeed, a sign warns: "Use of deadly force authorized") amidst the ruins of
Wendover Air Base in the Great Salt Desert of Utah. In the context of in-
cipient genocide, the fossil flight crew humor of 19455 is unnerving, Thus a
fading slogan over the A-bomb assembly building reads BLOOD, SWEAT AND I
BEERS, while graffiti on the administrative headquarters commands EAT MY
