WINGS (1927), and ALL THE 
KING’S MEN (1949).

She has worked as a film 
distributor, programmer, 
freelance writer and home 
educator, and is currently 
managing the estate of her 
late husband, filmmaker and 
theoretician, Stan Brakhage 
(1933-2003).

MICHAEL SNOW works 
in many mediums: paint-
ing, sculpture, video, films, 
photography, holography, 
drawing, books and music. 
His films have been present-
ed at festivals worldwide, 
and are in the collections 
of several presitigous film 
archives. He has received 
numerous awards, includ-
ing a Guggenheim Fellow-
ship, the first Governor 
General’s Award in Visual 
and Media Arts for cinema, 
and an honorary doctorate 
by the Université de Paris I, 
Panthéon-Sorbonne in 2004.
