RESPONSIBILITIES:

Advise student on preparation and delivery of formal presentations
Maintain an ongoing discussion of life choices related to entering a doctoral program
Consult with the McNair academic advisor about student's overall coursework progress

Facilitate student's interaction with faculty as appropriate
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Discuss graduate school selection and application procedures

REWARDS:

4 First selection for paid tutoring of one's own or other McNair students (time spent
mentoring is voluntary, not financially compensated but highly recognized)

4 Opportunity to interact with other graduate students in all fields who are similarly
motivated (participation in all social events is fully paid)

4 Gratification derived from the possibility of making a real difference in the lives of
McNair first generation, limited income and underrepresented minority undergraduates.
