C. The project has the following unit prices: 1).  The square footage cost for ceiling scrape to accommodate minor disturbances e.g. anchors with secondary containment and O&M asbestos operations.

The removal process will be in accordance with local, state, and/ or federal regulations, including but not limited to all of the requirements of AQCC Regulation 8, 29 CFR 1926.1101 (OSHA), EPA (NESHAP) 40 CFR Part 61, and the SPO Contractor Asbestos Abatement Specification.

In accordance with local, state, and/ or federal regulations, during the course of the work, should materials be discovered which were not previously presented as Asbestos Containing Materials, or should the Renovation scope of Work expand beyond that as defined in Asbestos Abatement Specification, Schedule of Asbestos Containing Materials, assessments/diagrams, the Contractor(s) are required to cease with operations which may disturb friable ACM, or make non-friable ACM friable, until such a time that these ACM materials are removed. 

B.
Locations, approximate quantities affected, approximate areas affected have been offered as an informational tool, and are estimates observed at the time of assessments and development of this document.  Quantity determinations are the responsibility of the Contractor, and therefore, it is recommended that field verification made by the Contractor, prior to Request For Proposal Submittal.

C. Contractor shall comply with the requirements of the SPO Asbestos Contractors Specifications.
