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Did you know that the fall semester is the best time for May
(and December!) graduates to be looking for a job?
The Fall Career Fair is the biggest fair of the year. Employers
recruit for both full-time and internship positions beginning
in January or May.

On-campus interviewers are also busy during the fall semes-
ter. In fact, many employers visit our campus during the fall se-
mester only, so if students wait until spring, they may miss out
on great opportunities. Students may submit résumés and 
request on-campus interviews with specific employers through
Career Services Online (CSO). 

Did you know that an internship can be the key that
opens the door to a student’s career?
Internships are now a standard prerequisite for entrance into
most career fields. Employers are 80 percent more likely to
hire students with internship experience than those with no
experience. Last year, over 1,660 internship opportunities
were listed on our CSO database. Internships provide the op-
portunity to explore different career fields, enable students to
put their class-learning into practice, and help to build their

résumés. To explore options, students may make an appoint-
ment with a career counselor at 303-492-6541.

Did you know that Career Services is launching a campuswide
Buff Mentoring Program for students beginning fall 2006?

Career Services—Did You Know?

Think back to when you were a child. Was there
some event that made you loyal to a professional team
or become a fan of a certain college or university?

For some, it was that first time you went to a New York
Yankees game with your father. Or your parents were lucky
enough to own season tickets to sold-out Denver Broncos or
Green Bay Packers games. Or maybe you went with your
class to a men’s or women’s college basketball game.

That first experience is what the University of Colorado is
trying to provide with Ralphie’s Kids Roundup, the brain-
child of CU’s new athletic director, Mike Bohn. He secured
sponsorship for the program that enabled 10,000 kids to 
attend five of the Buffs’ home football games last fall. 

The idea then spilled over to basketball. Former Buff
Chauncey Billups committed $100,000 to a program to help
kids go to CU basketball games over the next four years.

“These programs serve many purposes,” Bohn said.“They’re
obviously good community services, providing opportunities
for many underprivileged kids to attend our home games. But
they also give kids the opportunity to visit the CU campus and

The Sewall Residential
Academic Program (RAP) and
the City of Boulder Open Space

and Mountain Parks Department are
teaming up to give students an interac-
tive study of the American West.

“College students are among those
who use the mountain parks the most,
but because many come from outside of
Boulder and the state, they are among
the least well informed about open
space rules and the impact of their ac-
tions on wildlife and ecosystems of the
Front Range,” said Ellen Aiken, Sewall
RAP instructor.

Exploring the New West is a 1-credit
course that takes students into Boulder’s
open space to learn firsthand about cur-
rent issues surrounding public land use
and management. A partnership with
City of Boulder Open Space is giving
students enrolled in the Sewall course
the opportunity to interact with natural-
ists and wildlife biologists through na-
ture hikes and lectures on campus.
Through this interaction, students learn
about issues such as protecting raptors

near the Flatirons from human distur-
bance during nesting season, how to
handle rare encounters with bears and
mountain lions, and how to become re-
sponsible open space visitors in general.

Through discussion of social respon-
sibility, the course allows for ethical in-
quiry from the students. It also fosters a
positive source of contact between CU
students and the Boulder community.

The City of Boulder Open Space
and Mountain Parks Department main-
tains 43,000 acres of land. In 1967,
Boulder residents became concerned
about the rate of development in the
area and began purchasing land
through sales tax.

Students into the American West
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Financial aid reminders
and deadlines

Apply now for next year! Some aid is of-
fered on a first-come, first-served basis, so
if your student hasn’t already done so, it’s
time to apply for financial aid for the com-
ing academic year. The application is two-
pronged: submit the Free Application for
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) to the FAFSA
processor, and submit a signed copy of the
first two pages of your (the parent’s) 2005
federal tax return to the CU-Boulder Of-
fice of Financial Aid. Generally, we will not
need a copy of your student’s tax return.
The best way to submit the FAFSA is by
completing it online at
www.fafsa.ed.gov.

Apply now for summer 2006 aid. The ap-
plication for summer aid is quick and easy.
It’s available through CUConnect, once your
student has added the Financial Aid chan-
nel. Note that if your student is enrolled
this spring, pre-registers for the fall term,
and had work-study aid this academic year,
they may be eligible for work-study aid dur-
ing the summer even if they don’t enroll for
the summer term.

Check your application status and aid
online. Have your student go to the Finan-
cial Aid channel on CUConnect to confirm
that the documents you submitted have
been received. They can also check the sta-
tus of their financial aid award.

A s our son prepares for gradua-
tion and beyond, we also are be-
ginning to plan for a different

role in his life and the resulting changes
in ours. For this column, we have been
asked to share with you some memorable
experiences and make a few recommen-
dations. In the attempt to continue what
we hope has been educational reading for
you, here are a few thoughts; some sum-
marize prior columns and others are new.
For you, and your student, in no particu-
lar order:
• Get a family cell phone plan that will

allow “free anytime minutes” calls to
your student.

• Get your student a single credit card.
Select the one with the lowest rate
and establish a low (say $1,000)
credit limit. Pay every month’s bill
on time and in full.

• Early on at CU, our son knew how
much savings we would provide and
how much his scholarships had helped
the cause. By junior year, he knew
how much of the funds remained and
that there would be a surplus. We told
him that the remaining savings were
to be his after graduation. We think
informing him was wise; while con-
serving funds hadn’t always been up-
permost in his mind, almost
immediately he began making some
fiscally conservative choices. 

• The remaining funds supported his
Semester at Sea adventure, where he
gained real world exposure. He made
new friends from across campus to
across the country and said it was the
most important thing he could have
done. If you have the wherewithal to
fund this adventure (scholarships are
available), or a semester abroad, buy a
reasonably-good camera as early as
possible and have your student take a
photography class. The trip can be re-
warding for parents as well. From
lengthy e-mails after departing each
port, we would search the Web for
other tourists’ pictures of his side trip

stops and visit the ports via Google
Earth. Be sure to reserve side trips to
Angkor Wat and the Great Wall well
in advance.

• Alcohol is part of college life for
many of our students. The best ad-
vice we can give is to tell your stu-
dent to always keep a sober friend
nearby. The consequences of not
having a responsible friend to watch
out for you while party-hopping can
be deadly. (Please see www.colorado

• If you’re relatively near the Denver/

Boulder area, consider joining the
CUPA Board of Directors. If you’re
not so close, check out our web site
at www.colorado.edu/parentrelations

and get involved.
• For the best single online source of

information about campus, go to
Ralphie’s Guide to Student Life online
at www.colorado.edu/ralphies.

• Resist rushing a fraternity/sorority
until at least the second semester of
freshman year. Sororities have agreed
to this CU policy of delayed rush, but
most frats (no longer affiliated with
CU) will pursue your son early. 

• Don’t buy a new bike or bring an 
expensive bike to town. If it is stored
outside, there is a reasonable chance
that it will be stolen. We were fore-
warned but our son persisted. Once
gone, the bike was never replaced.

• And finally, enjoy this time and your
relationship with your CU student.
Despite a tumultuous last few years in
Boulder, we are firm in the belief that
our son has obtained a relevant, yet
inexpensive (for Colorado residents),
education and has gained meaningful
life experiences. We are happy to have
shared our thoughts with you during
this time of his personal growth and
transition to adulthood.

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It is February 11, and as I
write this, I am somewhere in
the middle of the Atlantic

Ocean. It is the only view I have had
for nearly a week now, and I am get-
ting antsy to see land.

I am participating in a CU study
abroad program called Semester at
Sea (SAS). Each semester, 700 stu-
dents from across the country embark
on a “journey of discovery,” sailing
around the world and visiting 10
countries in 100 days. While not the
typical study abroad program, SAS 
offered me the opportunity to see
parts of the world I would probably
never visit as a tourist: India, Viet-
nam, and Myanmar being just a few.

In between ports, I attend classes
on the ship, which has become my
floating campus. There is a library, a
gym, and even a pool. Between read-
ing, homework, and preparation for
each port, I stay quite busy.

Currently we are en route from
Salvador, Brazil, to Cape Town, South
Africa. When in port, we can travel
independently or attend SAS-
sponsored trips. I have to complete
certain class work while in each coun-
try; for example, writing about politi-
cal observations in each country for
my foreign policy class.

There is an unspoken bond among
the shipmates, one of isolation and
discovery. We are coming into our
own as travelers, not tourists; sight-
thinkers, not sight-seers. I am amazed
and lucky that I get to experience
places I once read about in textbooks.

It has been 25 days since we left
Nassau; I am homesick but get to
keep in touch with e-mails and an oc-
casional phone call home. My parents
seem just as excited to hear about my
travels as I am experiencing them.
They deserve all the credit for allow-
ing me to go on this voyage.

Whether your student wants to study art history in Paris, economics in London,
or sail around the world, CU study abroad programs are an extremely valuable part
of the college experience.
