Administration timeline: NSSE staff members will send email invitations in February 2009. Data 
collection ends late April. 

Population: All new fall freshmen, plus everyone else classified as a freshman except transfer 
exchange students in fall '08. All seniors. Fall graduating seniors will get excluded in January 
when PBA gives a list of no-longer-enrolled students to NSSE. 

Sample and oversample: NSSE selects, from the population file PBA recently sent to them, 
2,500 freshmen and 2,500 seniors. This is the "standard" sample. We're requesting that NSSE 
select 533 additional seniors, over and above the standard sample, so that we can provide 
separate results for as many departments as possible. This sampling plan should give us 
adequate numbers of responding seniors to report results for about 41 departments.

•	 CU-Boulder test takers are seniors and recent CU-Boulder graduates who 

indicated on the GRE registration that they were CU-Boulder students. 
•	 CU-Boulder FY2007 takers exceed the national average for verbal by 

about 50 points, for quantitative by about 20 points, and for analytical 
writing (which is on a different scale) by 1/3 point. 

•	 Colorado Bar Exam 
•	 CU-Boulder test takers are School of Law degree recipients. 
•	 The CU-Boulder July 2008 pass rate of 94% for first-time examinees
