Aid background – types, sources, need/not; CCHE categories; offered-accepted-disbursed – SEE 
Tab AidVars from L:\sisdoc\SURDS\FA\ISIS\calcCCvars15.sas
Relationship of offered, accepted, disbursed 
Grants – Accepted = 100% of offered.  Dec disbursed is 89-99%, or ~50%, of offered.  Final disbursed will be 90%+.  
Work study – Accepted = 100% of offered – think offered is reduced to match accepted.  December disbursed about 33%.  Final disbursed will be 60-70%.  
Loans – accepted is 38% of offered for PLUS, 64% Stafford unsubsidized, 77-96% other, 100% for private, which means offered is set from accepted.    Disbursed is about half of offered, for all.   
Long term tuition and aid plans, resident UG – discuss 
Discussions Nov, Dec, Jan, Feb 
Guarantee for Res UG probably off the table 
Big increase maybe on the table.

· Required by 10-31-11 by higher ed reauthorization act 
· We did through VSA; we were a beta site. 
· Most schools using VSA, Dept of Ed (also with issues), 3rd party, or own   
· Released for UCB 10-26-11 after months, years of work – 
· Linked-to from UCB student consumer info page, and from US Dept of Ed  - College Navigator 
· OFA continues to work with VSA on issues 
· Gotcha – per US DOE must use data (costs, aid) from FY that’s CLOSED.  So cannot use 11-12, until June/July 12
· Uses accepted aid to model, not offered.  So underestimates loans available, because many students do not accept/take, all loans offered.  Ditto work-study.  
CDS financial aid (Common Dataset, used by USNews, Princeton Review, other college guides) 
Prefers estimated for current year – report FY11-12 estimates in Nov 2011 
Uses offered aid including loans and parent loans, not accepted, so amounts are greater.  
Classifies an aid dollar as “need based” if goes to meet need, even if need not a requirement for award.
