Objetivo:

En este curso se analizara el modo en que la literatura y el cine se hacen cargo de
temas historicos y de actualidad en América Latina: la constitucion de las naciones
latinoamericanas, las dictaduras, la violencia y la corrupcion, las culturas indigenas y la
modernizacion, la identidad de género y la sexualidad, el exilio y la migracion. En este



curso se pondra en comparacion el formato filmico con el literario y su tratamiento acerca
de los mismos temas.

Metodologia:

A) Participacion grupal y oral:

En el desarrollo de una lectura critica y argumentativa de los textos y las peliculas se
vuelve fundamental la activa participacion y discusion sobre los textos con los
comparieros en clase, ya sea en pequefios grupos, ya sea con la clase en su totalidad. La
participacion grupal y oral sera una de las tareas mas determinantes en el desarrollo del
curso.

B) Control de lectura:

Los estudiantes deberan contestar con anterioridad a la clase y por escrito una
serie de preguntas para la comprension de los textos y las peliculas y el debate en clase.
Estas respuestas seran recogidas al final de la clase por la profesora. Se recogeran las
respuestas de tres estudiantes por clase al azar.

C) Horas de oficina:

Se recomienda a los estudiantes hacer uso de las horas de oficina, especialmente con
anterioridad a la entrega de los trabajos escritos.

D) Trabajos escritos:

Los trabajos deberan demostrar la realizacion de una lectura detallada de los textos y las
peliculas asi como la aplicacion de los instrumentos analiticos y la mirada critica. Cada
estudiante entregara 3 ensayos escritos de 5 a 7 paginas, en Times New Roman 12, a
doble espacio. Cada ensayo se dedicara a la comparacion entre un texto y una pelicula de
los estudiados en clase. Una primera version de cada ensayo podra ser entregada a la
profesora para su revision. La entrega de esta version original no es obligatoria pero si
recomendada al menos con una semana de anticipacion a la fecha de entrega de la version
definitiva.

E) Asistencia:

La asistencia al curso es obligatoria. Se permitiran 2 inasistencias. Cada inasistencia
luego de las dos permitidas descontara 2 puntos a la nota final del curso.

F) Ciclo de Cine:

Durante el mes de octubre en el departamento de espafiol tendra lugar un ciclo de cine
donde se proyectaran cuatro peliculas en espafiol. La participacion de los estudiantes en
este ciclo es obligatoria, al menos en tres peliculas. Los estudiantes deberan entregar un
ensayo de una pagina sobre cada pelicula. (Fechas 9, 16, 23 y 30 de octubre, a las 6:30
PM)
