2. A personal statement (1 page) describing your educational, teaching and research interests, and why you are applying for the GAANN Fellowship.  

3. If you have previously had GAANN funding, a one-page summary of what activities you have participated in and how your participation in the program has impacted you and your professional development.

4. A letter from your research advisor, which supports your participation in the program and describes your qualifications (this letter may be provided together with the application or separately, by the due date given above).

5. A completed Application Form (attached).

Domestic students applying for the program must also complete a FAFSA (http://www.fafsa.ed.gov/) by the due date above, as award amounts may not exceed demonstrated financial need. If you submit a paper FAFSA to the processor, it takes four to six weeks to receive a Student Aid Report (SAR). This time is reduced to a few days to about a week if you file your FAFSA online. All of the above materials are required from students reapplying for the GAANN program, as well as from those students who are applying for the first time. Attach the first page of your SAR showing your EFC to your application (we only need the EFC number that appears at the top, not your financial details). If you have not yet filed this year’s tax return you may use estimated figures and then file a correction to your FAFSA.

1.
Coursework – Each fellow must complete the required departmental core courses.
2.
Research – Each fellow is expected to undertake PhD research on a subject related to the GAANN award.
3.
Internships – Fellows are encouraged to participate in opportunities for research experiences at companies and research labs (local, national, and international) associated with our faculty and interdisciplinary research centers.

4.
Teaching – Each fellow must complete two semesters of supervised teaching or teaching assistance during his or her course of study. 

5.
Service – Each fellow must participate in an outreach/service project, such as judging a science fair, doing a middle-school presentation, or helping with the High School Honors Institute or another on-campus program.

6.
Special Activities – We will also have special seminars, retreats, and social events to broaden the training and interaction of the fellows with each other and the faculty.  GAANN fellows are expected to participate in these activities.

7.
Enhancement Funds – Educational enhancement funds are available for unique educational or outreach activities such as an internship overseas, travel to a professional meeting, or funding for a group of students to visit a school or participate in another outreach activity. These funds are available to GAANN fellows any time throughout the year and may be requested by submitting a one-page application that addresses the activity and a breakdown of the cost of the activity to hanspeter.schaub@colorado.edu.
