All students are required to have health insurance. Undergraduate students
enrolled in 6 or more credit hours are automatically enrolled in the Student
Gold Health Insurance Plan and the cost is added to the bill unless you
actively change your selection in MyCUInfo every fall by published deadlines.

PAYMENT PLANS (enroliment fee $25)
