LEARNING OBJECTIVES

Welcome to Italian Intermediate |l

In this class, you will develop skills for
communicating in ltalian. This is an
interactive class, where we use the
language to explore meaning and talk about
a variety of topics, among them shopping —
including grocery and online shopping, food
and nutrition, and talking about your health.,

We also aim to build intercultural
competence by critically examining our own
perspectives and comparing them to those
of others.

Level Description

Students in Intermediate Il will learn to
express personally meaningful content
using statements and short paragraphs.
For example, students will be able to state
their opinion about the pros and cons of
living in a big city using connected
sentences. Students will begin to be able
to make self-corrections, to ask direct
questions and to manage the various
functions of the language when reading,
speaking, listening and writing.



Course Structure

Each week you will engage in two
live class sessions (either in-
person, or remotely via Zoom) with
the instructor and other students.
This class time will be structured
with interactive conversation
activities and games.

How to get the most out of this class
One of the ALTEC advantages is
affordability.
