When Judy Heumann and several hundred other disabled people marched 3 miles on the White House

last May asking that the physically disabled be written into the 1964 Civil Rights Act, there was a reason.

When Jim Mayer, a double amputee back from Nam, angrily petitioned the President not to cut funds to

disabled veterans, there was a reason. And as President Nixon vetoed bills which support vocational

rehabilitation, Libraries for the Blind, physical therapy schools, and newer legislation which would provide

opportunities for the severely disabled, there remains a reason.

For until the basic needsand rights of the physically disabled for education, employment, use of univer-

sity and community facilities, and the assumption and integration of the physically disabled into all facets

of the community are realized, a totally unnecessary caveat to de facto segration of the physically disabled

remains and must be answered. Disability Day in itself may not be the answer. But, as we all come

together and experience ourselves and each other as people on D-Day, questions can be and will be ask-

ed. The answers will follow.
