TEACHING SERVICE

Work on this committee includes syllabi review for new courses, developing
specialization courses and electives, liaison responsibilities for the architecture

faculty, and developing teaching policies. Former chair of the curriculum
committee 2013-2015.
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Coordinates the 14 faculty in the ENVD program. Work includes running monthly
meetings, hiring of adjunct faculty, maintaining and organizing course syllabi,
assignments, and major objectives for Architecture courses. Representing the
architecture major at ENVD recruitment events. Attends leadership meetings
and presents to faculty each year.

Working with ENVD staff and University of Colorado Housing to create a
residential community for first year ENVD students to support students in the
academic rigor of design education.

Developed with colleague, Stacey Schulte, the teaching academy was a resource
for Environmental Design faculty aimed at improving design pedagogy. The
academy organized content and held sessions and workshops on classroom
and studio structure, course administration, active engagement, digital tools,
technology help and remote teaching.

Work on the Executive Committee included reviewing program policy, advising
on fiscal matters, make adjustments to the annual budget, and reviewed faculty
performance for merit ratings and salary increases.

Chaired the tenure track committee to hire to faculty members for the
Environmental Design program. Task work included reviewing dossiers for 51
candidates, narrowing the list down to 15 candidates then interviewing the top
SiX.

Part of a select committee organized to develop the vision, mission statement,
and strategic intents of the Environmental Design Program for the next 10-15
years.

This committee advised the faculty on the current role and future changes
pertaining to the Creative Lab space. The goals of this committee were to
facilitate inclusive discussions around the role of design-making and fabrication
in the ENVD program and larger SES context and to create synergies relating to
digi-fab, the creative labs, and the design studies major.

The recruitment committee’s charge is to raise the number of enrolled students
in the ENVD program and retain them throughout their degree. This committee
is responsible for the organization of numerous events such as, esteemed
scholar’s day, admitted students day, calling campaign for accepted students,
and new student orientations. In addition, the recruitment committee is working
to develop a pre-collegiate summer class, connect to the RAP program at Baker
Hall, create an ENVD student journal showcasing exemplary student work, and
connect to local high schools in the Colorado region.

The community engagement committee integrates community-engagement and
service-learning into the ENVD curriculum through participatory planning and
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design. The community engagement committee covers such topics as design-
build, center for youth in the environment, and the Praxis studio semester.

AWARDS

Awarded a $38,000 grant, with colleague Stacey Schulte, to create a teaching
