Construction begins. While the Euclid garage will remain open at Cell - 847-687-4029

this time, there will be several partial garage closures on the top
deck beginning at this time to prepare for steel work.

Euclid Garage Closure — Oct. 10, 2016 to Jan. 13, 2017

This closure will last 14 weeks, but the garage is to be reopened by the start of spring classes on January
17, 2017. In order to accommodate this closure, PTS will be reworking parking lot 204 (across the street
from the Euclid garage) to handle as much parking as possible. Signage will help direct patrons to the
alternative parking. Once reopened, the top level of the garage will have a slightly different traffic flow
which will be well-marked for patrons.
