Course Description: This course introduces students to the evolution of using the military to 

achieve political purpose in today’s world.  It will link society, the military, policies, and human 

rights in the study of military political theory and strategic analysis by studying the “old dead 

guys” and history and then apply to the Post-Cold War.  We will go through history until we get 

to World War II and then jump to Post-Cold War. 

 

Class Attendance: Attendance at every class session is expected.  Absences are to be 

arranged with the Professor prior to the class session.  Tardiness or absence from class will 

directly impact your participation grade.  You are expected to do the readings and homework for 

each class and participate in every class, even if you are absent.  After two unexcused classes, 

5% will be reduced from your participation grade for each absence.   

 

Class Participation:  Class time is both lecture time for the instructors and an opportunity for 

students to express points and ideas relating to the assigned reading.  To apply the concepts 

presented, all reading assignments are mandatory and expected to be completed prior to 

discussion in class.

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• You are to find a current event article, no more than six months old, that relates to 

the readings and discussions for the current day’s class.   

• If you use an on-line source, ensure your article has been fact checked and it is a 

legitimate website.  

• Give a written analysis, in one but no more than two paragraphs, on how the article 

relates to the readings for that day’s class.   

• Print out your article and analysis.  Turn in your homework and article in class - 

printed on paper.   

 

Examinations: Two examinations will be administered during the semester.  The mid  

term will be March 2, 2020 – bring a blue examination booklet and a pen.  The final exam will 

be held on the date designated by the school and also require a blue examination booklet and 

pen.  Exams will be essay questions. 

 

Research Paper:  You will be tasked to research different forms of diplomacy, information, 

military and economics to guide the analysis as discussed in the course material, and write  

a 15-20 page typed double-spaced paper which argues a thesis focused on one of the “old  

dead guys” vs. a US conflict today.  Details of paper will be discussed in class with a separate 

handout. 

 

Paper Proposal: A copy of your proposed research topic cover/title page, abstract 

statement and outline of the paper are to be submitted no later than Wednesday, 

February 12, 2020 for approval.  Proposals will be submitted in APA format. 

 

Completed Paper: The completed paper is due Wednesday, March 18, 2020.  Papers 

will be submitted in APA format to include cover/title page, page numbering, running 

heads, completed one-paragraph abstract, all levels of headings and subheadings, titles 

for any figures or tables to be included, footnotes and a completed reference page.

1. Analyze the history and nature of war and its evolving character and conduct – past, 

present and future to achieve political purpose.   

2. Analyze classical and contemporary theories of war and national security and apply 

them to current and future strategic challenges as well as human rights issues. 

3. Explore the interplay between force and non-violent instruments in history and how 

they are linked to society, the military, and politics. 

4. Examine the interaction between military theory and the execution of military 

strategy in achieving political purpose including responding to human rights issues. 

5. Explore the influence of political, economic, societal/cultural, human, and 

technological factors on the design and execution of military strategies.
