COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will introduce students to theoretical, methodological, and substantive
issues in our global society. Students will analyze the globalization of economy,
politics, society, and culture. We will also look at debates on decolonization,
development, and “modernization” of the global South (formerly known as the Third
World). In addition, students will learn how categories of class, race, and gender
operate on a global scale. Finally, students will learn to evaluate how global
processes affect their daily lives. Students will be able to understand:

1. The formation of different individual, cultural, and national identities

2. Economic, political, environmental, and /or social processes that influence
human action/interaction

3. Identify patterns of human behavior and how various social institutions
affect said behavior

4. Explore how knowledge is challenged and transformed
