LING 3210 - English for Academic Purposes
Sharpen your academic English skills to express ideas more
clearly, both orally and in writing, while engaging critically in class
discussions, and giving presentations. Improve grammatical
accuracy, develop vocabulary, and refine critical thinking skills.

LING 3200 Academic Oral Communication in English
Strengthen your communication skills for effective academic
interactions while giving presentations and leading and
participating in group discussions. Learn strategies for
interrupting, hedging, and responding to questions, all while
polishing your pronunciation.
