If you possess a 
piano background but think this audition is beyond your level, you may choose to take an 
audition at a lower level, such as levels I or II. If you choose not to take any placement audition, 
you will automatically be placed in the beginning level (PMus 1105).

2) All 7 white major arpeggios hands together. Find them next to the scales. 
3) Progressions in pages 184 and 195. Transpose to indicated keys.

1) Be able to harmonize and transpose the following melodies:  
 
- Shall we gather at the River, p. 62. Use indicated pattern. Transpose 
- When Love is Kind, p. 78. Use indicated pattern. Transpose to indicated key. 
- Red River Valley, p. 111. Use indicated chords. Use a broken chord pattern. Transpose 
- O Sole Mio! p. 74. Play the 2-handed accompaniment and hum the melody 
 
2) Be able to harmonize a melody at sight. The melody may contain Roman numeral or guitar
