Confirmed Registration 

All students will be able to use Ct:J -Connect to register for 
spring classes. Confirmed registration involves calling 
CU Connect from any touch-tone phone and receiving 
immediate confirmation of course enrollment. Whether. 

-you're a continuing student, a new freshman, a new 
transfer, a readmitted student, or a graduate· student, you'll 
be able to ·register, list your classes, drop and add classes, 
and sign_ up for available class wait lists via CU Connect. 

All students receive a registration packet, including: 

• an invitation to regist~r 
• registration instructions 
• a confirmed registration form_ 
• a special services form and envelope 
• a Wardenburg student health insurance waiver 

Continuingstudents also receive an enroilment deposit form 
and envelop~. . 

- NOTE: ~Some colleges and schools have a mandatory 
orientation session for new students .. If you _are required to 
attend such a session, you will register at your orientation. 

Registering for Courses via CU Connect 
With your registration materials and this schedule, you c,an 
caii·CU Connect and receive immediate enrollment 
confirmation for the classes you request. You may c~ll from 
either an on-campus or. off-campus touch-tone phone. 

You must call CU Connect during your tim·e assignment 
(indicated on -your invitation to register) or any time 
thereafter during the -registration period. It's_ important for 
you to. call as soon as possible, however,· as ·confirmed 
registration is on a first-come, first-served basis. Classes will 
fill up throughout the registration process.

~ Throughout· registratitin, if you are eligible to take a course. -
qut find that it has been closed, you may be able to put 
your nal'}1e on a computerized wait list. A walt list is a 

· registration device that allows students to place their names 
on ~ listfor a course that is currently filled but may have · 
openings later in the registration process. Each department 
determines if a wait list will be offered for a course and 
what type of wait list will be. usep .. (There are two types of 

, wait _lists, automatic and· resequenced.} · 

Th~ automatic walt list is based on a first-come, first"' 
served policy. As a vacancy occurs in a class,- the person at 
the top of the list is·. automatically enrolled., 

The resequenced walt list uses a priority system to 
determine who gets·to .enroll in the course when ·a space. 
opens up.· The priority is established by the department and 
is usually based on Class standing and/or major. These 

· priorities may _ch.ange during the registration period. 

Follow the instructions· on the back of the confirmed 
registration form to add your name to a wait list.

Effective with registration for sprin·g-·semester 1991, all 
continuing students must pay a: one-time-only refund· 
able enrollment deposit ($200 for· both in-state and out­
of-state students). This new deposit replaces the registration 
deposit and must be paid by.Frlday, December 7, 1990. · 
Please note that the new enrollment deposit will not be 

- credited toward tuition and fees, as previous registration 
deposits were. · 

The $200 deposit will be refunded to you when you 
g·raduate from the U~iversity or officially withdraw within 
established guidelines, minus any fees or other charges yoq 
owe the University at that time. · 

Interest accruing from the deposits will be used for financial 
aid· for eligibt·e CU-Boulder students. 

If. you do not pay the deposit, you will be removed from 
your class'es, and they will become available for other 
students to add; You will' only be allowed to re-register if . 
space in the University is still·available, once you have paid 
your deposit. In addition, a late registration fee may be

II Students Plea•.• Not~1 undergraduates--and 

graduates who p1an to. attepd tne University this ·spring must 
register for spring semester courses-this fall. Paying your 
deposit is only part of the /process-it will not hold a place­
for you. You must register and pay your deposit by the 
established deadlines. 

Adjusting Your Schedule 
Once you have registered, you'll be able to ·make adjust­
ments to your schedule by calling CU Connect and 
dropping or adding classes. Refer to the back of the 
confirmed registration form for instructions. 

By calling CU Connect, listing your schedule, and making 
any needed changes .during the registration period, you 

·should have the schedule you want-when you arrive on 
campus· in January. · 

A Few .Final Words 
Registr~tion involves. quite· a bit more th~n last-minute 
thought. Pay atten~ion to matters such. as clearing any stops 
on your record, paying your deposit on time, getting advising, 
selecting your courses thoughtfully, and_ reading all regJistra­
tion materials carefully. It helps to keep your .-egist,a- . 
tlon Information throughout the semester. 



What All Students Should Know ·Befor:e Registering 

Addresses-Important! 
Please keep your .addresses updated at all times. An, 
ihcorrect mailing address, in particular, will keep important 

. registration materials and information from reaching you 
(for example, we may need to contact you regarding course 
changes or cancellations). 

Your mailing aclr;lress should be the address where you 
are now living~ We will send financial aid information, bills, 

· registration updates, and other campus mailings to this 
address ·through mid-May, 1991. Please keep it current! 
NOTE: Dorm students must be sure to make any address 
changes with their dorm office as well as with the registrar's 
office. 

Your permanent address is considered your "home­
base" address. This can be your parents' address, a 
Boulder address where you reside all year, or the address 
of so.meone who ~nows how to reach you. 

You may update your addresses at the registrar's office in· 
Regent Administrative Center 125, in University Memorial 
Center (UMC) 165, or by calling (303) 492-6581. You can 
specify which address· you are updating when you fill out 
the change of address form or when you call. 

In the spring of 1990, our new student addre$si locqtpr .· . 
computer system (AL) became availab!e at .terminals IOC;:ited 
in UMC 165, the financial aid office, and in the lobby of 
Regent Administrative Center. You can· now. check your 
addresses on-line. 

Advising 
Some colleges ·and .schools require that students speak to 

·an advisor before registering for courses; C.U Connect will 
not allow registration without ~~- If you get such c;t message 
on your invitation to register or when you call --CU Connect, 
and you are an arts and sciences or engirieerin_g student, 
call your faculty advisor or your major department to make 
arrangements for advising. 

If you are a student in another college or school and you 
receive an advising message, you should call your dean's .

After you have been advised, the coding on the computer 
will be· ~djusted, and you can call CU Conn~ct to. register.

Reglstratlpn Stops 
When you caUGU Con.nect, you .may get a message that 
yqu. have. a stop on . your record. Stops are holds. that the· .. 
University puts on student records for various reasons. They 
originate from 'financial· obJigations, academic concerns, or 
even disciplinary matters, You will not be allowed to register 
until the stop has been cleared. Ple'ase check with the of­
fice imposing the stop on ho"Y to clear it, .and get it taken 

1 care of ·so you may register for classes.

Most often, you will know about a stop before calling CU 
Connect, because your invitation to' register .will display a 
printed message about the stop. However, stops. can occur 
at any time in the registration process, so you should make 
it a point to know the status of y~ur student ·record. 

Variable Credit 
When requesting a v~riable credit course (one with a range 
of minimum and maximum credits), you. need to decide with 
your professor how many cre.dits you would l'ike to" receive in· 
that ·course. Simply indicate this when you call CU Connect.

It is your responsibility to 
pay the bill by 4:00 p.m. on January 25 (postmarks are 
not honoredY'·or to arrange to have one-half of it deferred. 
Even if your bi II has been misplaced or you didn't receive a 
bill, you are responsible for paying the amount owed by the 
due date. 

Other things to keep in mind concerning yoi,Jr bill include 
the following: 

• After February 1, there will be no tuition adjustment 
for courses dropped. However, tuition for classes 
added will be assessed and billed. 

• Tuition for a no-credit course is the same as tuition 
for a course taken for credit. 

• Tuition for a zero (0) credit-hour course is charged' at · 
the same rate as a one .(1) credit-hour course. 

• All students taking one course of 5 or fewer hours 
will be assessed a base fee of '$22.26 and will re-

. ceive a no-fees sticker for their student I D. These 
students will not be allowed to use Warde.nburg 
services or the Recreation Center unless they pay 
separate, one-time user' fees or the full student fees 
of $160.05. Doctoral students taking thesis hours. 
only, masters .candidates for degree, approved 
doctoral candidates, and fifth~year pharmacy 
students will be assessed only_ the base fee. 

• Mandatory. UCSU student fees 'of $160.05 are con­
sidered as important as tuition and may only be 
waived due to extraordinary circumstances. If fees 
are waived, students must still pay the base fee of 
$22.26. Students. who wish to petition for ·a waiver 
must do so by 4:00 p.m. on January 25. No 
late petitions will be accepted. Petitions may 
be picked up and turned in at the· Bursar's Office, 
Regent 150, and must include documentation of the 
reasons why the fees should be waived. In addition, 
students covered by the student health insurance 
cannot have. their full student fees waived.·. 

• All students enrolled for 6 or more credit hours will 
automatically be assessed $340.00 per semester for 
student health insurance. Students who already 
have adequate health insurance coverage may 
complete a waiver to remove this charge from their 
bill. Waiver~ must be received by February 1 to be 
honored. (Waivers submitted in. fall 1990 will 
extend through spring semester 1991.) 

Students may use Warden burg sen/ices Without· being 
enrolled in the University-sponsored insurance plan. How­
ever, the plan does provide first-dollar coverage for any 
eligible medical costs incurred at Warden burg· and provides 
75 percent coverage after a $300 deductible is satisfied at 
other medical facilities. 

If you are taking one course of 5 or fewer semester hours, 
the University-sponsored student health insurance plan is 
available at the same price that full~ time students· pay. To 
become eligible to purchase the insurance, you must first 
pay full UCSU student fees. Exception: Approved doctoral 
candidates requesting student insurance will be charged fuJI 
price for the insurance, plus the Warden burg Student Health 
Service. fee of $71.64. 
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Deferred TUition 
You may defer payment of one-half your tuition and tee bill 
until March 8, 1991. To do so, you must pay the first half of 
the bill and complete a deferred tuition application on or · 
before January 25. Please be aware that the deferred 
balance will be subject to a 1-percent-per-month finance 
charge. · 

T0 qualify for deferred tuition, your totalbili at the time of 
application must exceed $100, and you must be able to pay . 
at least one-half of the full amount by January 25. The de- · 
ferred ·amount will be calculated on the account balance at· 
the time of deferment. Deferred tuiti<;>n applications will be 
available at the Events/Conference Center beginning 
January 14. · 

Failure to Make Payment in Full by· the Deadline 
Failure to make the required payment on .each due :date 
may result. in ·any or all Of the following actions: · 

a~ You'may be withdrawn from the University, becoming 
ineligible for all University services. See "Penalty-for­
Nonpay~ent Policy," below . 

b. No transcripts, diplomas, certification, or registration 
materials will be issued for you ·until your bill is paid in fulL · 

c. A late payment charge, in addition to a service 
charge on the unpaid balance (1 percent per month), w,ill 
be assessed according to the following schedule:

Penalty-for-Nonpayment Policy 
University policy requires us to place financial stops on the 
records· of students who fail to mee.t the.ir entire tuition and 
fee bill: payment by March 8, 1991. This, stop will prevent 
students from registering for any future terms, receiving a 
diploma, or receiving a transcript of fiCademic work atthe 
Univ~rsity. 



Other Registrations 

Concurrent· Registratlo~ k"f\;~ 
ifvou plan to take·at least onecourse at Boulder in the 
spring but cannot ootain all the course work required for 
your degree program, you may be able to register concur­
rently on another CU campus. The course work must be 
required for your degr~e program, you must have your 
dean's permission, and enronment levels must not have 
been reached on the other campus. Graduate students must 
also have their advisor's approval. If all these conoitions are 
met, you can register for up to two courses or 6 credit 
hours, whichever is greater, on .another CU campus. 

B'usiness studentsmay only exercise the concurrent 
registration option if they are in their graduating semester. 
Those business students who are two· se1nesters from 
graduation .and who cannot obtain a course necessary to· 
complete a prerequisite sequence may also be allowed to. 
use this option. The course must be required for graduation 
and must not be offered on the BQulder campus, or the 
course must conflict with another required course in ·which 
the student is already ,enroUed. Other students wishing to 
take a business course concurrently must obtain the signature 
of the dean. of Boulder's College of Busine~s and Administration .. 

·Concurrent registration forms and instructions will be 
available at the registrar's office in Regent Administrative 

·Center 125 between 9:00 a.m. and 4:00p.m., beginning 
·January 7,. You cannot register concurrently until after 
drop/add or the first day of· classes has begun on the other 
campus. Boulder students will pay Boulder tuition rates for 
all classes. 

Intercampus Registration 
If you would like ·to take course work on another, campus of 
the Univ~rsity,of Colorado, you may be able to register­
directly on that campus. However, you must apply f;or 
admission to that campus and. fQIIow. its registratioli 
procedures. Please check with your dean's office for 
approval. (Arts and Sciences students may· not register at . 
the Denver campus or. the Colorado Springs campus except 
in the summer.) . 

On-Campus· Registration 
Students who have. not registered for spring before .,Jariuqry. 
8 may pick· up confirmed registration materials in Regent 
125 on January 10 between 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. · 
Students who have not registered by 10:00 p.m. on January 
10 may not be able to register at a later time, unless their 
category is open for late registration. In addition, lower 
priority ahd late fees will apply. 

NOTE: This registration does not apply to students who 

1 
must attend a required orientation program. 
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Registration for Faculty and Staff 
·All permanent faculty and staff~members at the· l.)niversity 
may take 1 to 6 free credit hours each year. The academic 
year begins with summer session, and the number of free 
hours is determined on a prorated basis from full-time 
status. 'Enrollment occurs on a space-available basis in 
conjunction with late registration, unless the faculty or staff 
member· wishes to register early. In that event, registration 
takes place via CU Connect in November and December, 
and full tuition and fees are charged. 

Faculty and staff members who wisiJ to enroll as nondegree 
students will need to take a· copy of their current1 personnel 
action form and a nondegree· student application to. the 
Bursar's Office, Regent 150, by December 7. Office hours 
are 9:00a.m. to 4:00 p;m. (Faculty and staff who were · 
enrolled as nondegree students on the Boulder campus 
during ·tall semester 1990 will be automatically set up· for 
spring 1991, although application for free credit hours must 
be made separately each semester.) 

Faculty and staff students applying to a degree program 
should follow the regular application procedures established 
by the Office of Admissions. However, in order to apply for 
the free credit hours, the application form and current PAF 
should be submitted to the Bursar's Office by December 7. 

· After one semester as new degree. students, faculty and 
staff become continuing students and are automatically set 
up each semester to register for courses, although appli­
cation· for any of the remaining free credit hours must be 
made separately each semester; 

For those applying for the tuition benefit; instructions may 
be obtained from the Bursar~s Office, Regent 150. Student 
activity fees will not be charged if registration takes 'place 
during fin·al schedule adjustment, with the exception Qf the 

· $4 SIS fee and student computing fee that every student 
must pay. 

Course work. must be taken outside. of scheduled. working 
hours or an adjusted work schedule must be established 
that is acceptable to .the employing department. 



Academic Matters 

Academic Integrity 
A university's intellectual reputation depends on the 

· maintenance of the highest standards· of intellectual honesty. 
Commitment to those stalildards is a responsibility of every 
student ;and every faculty member at the University of 
Colorado. , 

Breaches of academic honesty include cheating, plagiar~sm, 
and the unauthorized possession of exams, papers, or other 
class materials that have not been formally released by the 
in.structor. 

Cheating may be defined as using unauthorized mat.erials 
or giving or receiving unauthorized assistance during an 
examination or other academic exercise. 

Plagiarism may be defined as the use of another's ideas or 
words without acknowledgment of that use. . 

Sanctions. Breaches of academic honesty will result in 
disciplirnary measures that may include a failing grade for a 
particular assignment, a failing grade for a particular course, 
and/or suspension for various lengths of time or permanent 
expulsion from the ~niversity. 

Breaches of academic honesty are unoer the purview of. 
each college .and school pursuant to the Laws of the. 
Reg'ents, Article V, Section C. For further information and 
.for individual college and school policies, students should 
·consult with their qean's office. · 

Academic Standing 
To be in· good undergraduate academic standing at CU­
Houlder, you .must maintain a 2.00 grade point average 
(GPA}, which is_ a C average, or better. If you cannot 

' maintgin this average, you will be placed. on academic: 
probation or suspension, and a scholastic stop rnay be. 
placed on your registration, · 

Graduate students are expected to maintain a 3.00 GPA 
(B average) or better .. 

Please check individual college and school policies in the 
University catalog for information on specific GPA require-
ments and on scholastic stops. ' 

Final Examination Policy 
It is the policy of the University of Colorado at Boulder to 
adhere to the schedule of final examinations as published in 
the Schedule of Courses! each semester. While it may be 
appropriate t0 not give a final exam' in some cases, ~uch as 
laboratory courses, semin~rs, and colloquia, final exa'mina­
tions should be given in all other undergraduate courses. 
Unless otherwise notified in writing during the first week of 
classes, students should assume that a final examination 
will be given. 

In addition to the principles stated above, the following 
guidelines should be followed by all faculty. members and 
administrators to ensure fairness and the best possible -
educational experience for students. 

1. The scheduled final examination period should be con­
sidered an important part .of the course and be used as a 
final examination period or for additional instruction.' 

2. The final examination in a course must be given as 
scheduled and not at other times, even if the faculty member 
and all students in a course agree to such a change. 
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3. The week of classes preceding the scheduled final . 
examination period should be used· primarily for continued 
instruction and may include the introduction of new materi~l. 
No hourly examinations are to be given during the week 
preceding final examinations. 

4. Individual students may be granted a variance from 
these policies, provided the instructor is satisfi~d that (a) the 
exception is based on good and· sufficient reasons (such as 
religious observances), and (b) such an exception for an 
early or late examination will not prejudice· the interests of 
other students in the course. 

5. When students have three or more examinations on the 
'same day, they will be entitled to arrange an alternative 
examination time for the last exam or exams scheduled on 
that day. Such arrangements must be made no later than­
February 26, 1991. Students will be expected to provide 
evidence that they have three or more examinations to 
qualify for excE!ptions. 

6. This policy applies to all .undergraduate. students, 
including seniors. Graduating senior~ should not be 

. exempted from final examinations. Such exemption!) are. 
inappropriate on. both procedural and academic grounds. 

. Grade Reports 
Your spring semester 1991 grades will·be sent to your 
permanent mailing address approximately three weeks atter · 
the end of finals. · 

Graduating Students-Commencement 
If you're planning to graduate this coming year,' please 
check with your college or school dean's office for gradua­
tion application deadlines and notification procedures. Some 
colleges and schools· require consultation in th(;l semester 
preceding th$ semester of graduation.· 

Rights and Privacy-Education Records 
The· Family Education Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 
protects the privacy of education records. However,· certain 
information is considered public or ';'directory" information. 
Such infor,mation may be released to anyone unless 
students inform the Office of Academic Recqrds that they · 
do not wish the .information released. · 

I "Directory" information includes na~e. add~ess, phone 
number, date and place of birth, major field of study, 
participation in University activities or sports, dates of 
attendance at the University, full- or part-time enrollment 
status, degrees and ·awards received,· educational institutions 
attended, and weight and height of· athletes. 

To prevent release of the above information (and to preyent 
your name and address from appearing in the 1991-1992 . 
Directory), you must go to the Office of the Registrar before 
the 11th day of classes (Wednesday, January 30) to 
request that directory information about you be withheld. 
Once requested, nondisclosure of directory information will 
remain on your record until you are no longer enrolled at 

. the University or until you cancel your request. 

,A complete summary of University policy on the release of 
,student information is available in the. University of Colorado 
at Boulder Catalog, the Student Handbook, and at the 
Office of the Registrar, Regent 125; (303) 492·3066.
