This Schedule of Courses contains an up:-to-date academic 
calendar, information on the telephone course reque·st 
process, course listings for Spring 1989, and policies and 
services to help you through the semester. Due to 
implementation of the Student Information System, many 
registration dates remain tentative. Although this Schedule 
was prepared on the basis of the best information available 
.at the time •. all information is subject to change. 

The requirements, policies, and course descriptions of each 
college and school at Boulder are printed in the 1988-89 
University of Colorado at Boulder Catalog. You are 
responsible for knowing and following those policies and for 
familiarizing yourself with the course listings. Please refer to 
the Catalog edition corresponding to your year of ent,.Y into 
CU-Boulder for graduation requirements. When you declare 
or change your major, however, be sure to check with your 

' new dean's office regarding applicable requirements. 

Because of the lead time required· to publish both the 
Schedule and the Catalog, changes may occur in 
University, college, or school policies. It is your 
responsibility to be aware of such changes by consulting 
departmental advisors, checking departmental bulletin 
boards, and reading your instructions carefully. The 
Telephone Course Request Instructions, which are 

· published each semester, contain the most ·current 
information available. 



How Registration Works at . · .~. 
CU-Boulder ~-

Welcome to telephone registration via CU Connect. CU 
Connect is the registration compenent of the new· Student 
Information System (SIS), which is designed to computerize 
admission, registration, academic records, financial aid, and 
bursar activities across campus. You will be able to call. CU 
Connect when you request your classes, change your 
requests, or verify your schedule. The system will hold your 
requests until everyone has had a chance to request classes, 
and then it will run through a series of programs to place 
students into classes (sectioning). After the schedules are 
distributed and the semester has begun, you will again use 
CU Connect to make final correction~ to your class schedule. 

As you can see, registration under SIS is not a one-step 
process but extends over a period of time. The major steps 
are outlined below. 

·Receiving Your Course Request Materials 

You will receive a course request packet in the mail that will 
include: 
Your Invitation to Register 
Telephone Course Request Instructions 
Telephone Course Request Form 
CU Connect Reference Card 
Registration Deposit Form and Envelope

Requesting Courses VIa CU Connect 
. ~ 

With the above materials, you will be able to call CU 
Connect during your assigned time period and request your 
classes. You'll need to use a Touch.:.tone phone, and you 
may call either from. off campus or on campus. Although 
you won't be permitted to call before your assigned time 
period, you may call at that time or any time thereafter. The 
course request period lasts for about one month; there is 
plenty of time to make your call and request your classes 
to~ next spring. 

All of the detailed instructions you will need are included in 
your course request packet. 

Stops 
·When you call CU Connect, you may ger a message that 
you have a stop on your record. Stops are holds that the 
University puts on student records for various reasons. They 
originate from financial obligations, academic concerns, or 
even disciplinary matters. 

Most often, you will know about a stop before calling CU 
Connect, because your Invitation to Register will display a 
printed message about it. Stops can, however, occur at any 
time in the· registration process, so you should make it a 
point to know the status of your student record. 
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Advising 
Another message you might get from CU Connect is.one 
regarding advising. Some colleges and schools require that 
students speak to an advisor before requesting courses. If 
you get such a message, and you are an Arts and Science~ 
student, call your faculty advisor or your major department 
to ·make arrangements for advising. If you are a student in 
another college or school and you receive an advising 
message, you should call your dean's office. After you have 
been advised, the coding on the computer will be adjusted 
and you may again call CU Connect to request your courses 

Orientation 
Some colleges and schools have a mandatory orientation 
session for new students. If you are involved in such a 
session, you will request your courses via CU. Connect at 
orientation. · · 

Fine Tuning Your Course Requests 

Once you have made your requests by telephone, they are 
stored in the compufer. This allows you to make-changes to 
your requests during the request period noted on your Invi­
tation to Register. The time allotted for making changes 
varies; before the spring semester .there is' less time than 
before the fall semester. 

Make use of this course request period wisely: by calling 
CU Connect, listing your requests_, ana_ then changing those 
requests or adding alternate selections, you may be able to 
avoid many of the tangles of Drop/Add. 



-------~ 
S•ctlonlng of Course Requests 

Our SIS computer then takes the requests of all students 
and checks to make sure that registration deposits have 
been paid and that there are no financial or academic. 
stops. Then, through a complex process, students are 
placed in courses. There are many determinations the 
computer must make before placing students, such as 
space availability and student eligibility. Course restrictions 
are set by the colleges, schools, and departments, and are 
used to control class size. Major, class standing, and 
prerequisites are ~xamples of restrictions. 

Receiving Your Schedule/Bill 

Registration is not considered complete and schedules are 
not official until all course information has been transferred 
to your schedule/bill, which is then distributed at the 
beginning of the semester (locations noted on page 5). 

Dropping and Adding Courses 

The Drop/Add period runs for the first three weeks of tlie 
semester (the dates a're listed in the academic ·calendar on 
the inside front cover). This is the time when you can make 
necessary changes to your schedule, but it should not be 
used to completely redo your schedule. If you carefully 
select .your courses and pay close attention to prerequisites 
and' potential time conflicts, you won't need to extensively 
drop or add classes. 

The locations and methods for Drop/Add will be outlined in 
the Spring Registration Guide given out to students at 
Schedule/Bill Distribution. The Spring Registration Guide 
contains all of the information you'll need to have ·a 
successful Drop/Add. 

A successful registration requires the involvement and 
attention of each student to such matters as clearing stops, 
paying deposits, making careful course selections, and 
reading all material carefully. 
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Here are some other tips to make sure your apgistration 
goes smoothly. 

.Addresses · 
Please keep your mailing address updated at all times. An 
incorrect mailing address, in particular, will keep important 
course requesf materials and information from reaching you. 
You may update your address at the Office of Registrations 
in Regent Administrative Center during normal hours of 
operation or you may call (303) 492-6581. There are other 
addresses on your student record you· may want to keep 
current, such as a permanent address or a summer 
address. You can specify which address you are updating 
when you fill out the change of address form or when you 
call. 

CU Connect List Function 
CU Connect will list youi course requests over the 
telephone during the request portion of registration. After 
Schedule/Bill Distribution and throughout the semester, you 
can call in to verify your class schedule. You may also use 
this function for checking on your enrollment in waitlisted 
courses you might have requested (see page 6).

1000-2999 Lower-division courses generally 
appropriate for freshmen and sophomores 

3000-4999 Upper-division courses primarily for juniors 
and seniors 

5000-5999 · Primarily intended for graduate students, 
but may be open to qualified undergrad­
uates under some circumstances (see 
individual professors) 

6000-8999 Open· to graduate students only; see 
individual department offices for special 
provisions

Your change will be entered on-line into 
the system as soon as it has been approved by the depart~ 
ment. If your change of major involves moving into another 
college or school, it is considered an lntrauniv~rsity Transfer 
(IUT). Please see that section in this Schedf.!le or in the 
Catalog. 

Credit/No Credit 
You can select classes on a No Credit basis (an NC will 
appear on your transcript in place of a grade) during the 
course request period. Please check with your college or 
school or the Catalog for policies on Credit/No Credit and 
how it may be used. The Credit/No Credit designation can 
be changed any time up through the Drop/Add period. 
However, tuition is the same whether or not credit is 
received in a course. 

Credit Hour Limits 
There are limits on the number of credit hours the computer 
will allow you to be sectioned into. These limits. do not 
necessarily indicate the ideal or recommended credit hour 
load and can be changed once the Drop/Add period begins.

Variable Credit 
When requesting a variable credit course (one with a range 
of minimum and maximum credits), you need to decide with 
your professor how many credits you would like to receive 
in that course. Simply indicate this- when you call CU

Paying Your Bill 

Your schedule/bill will reflect the total number of credit 
hours in which you have been enrolled via CU Connect, as 
well as tuition,, fees, housing, and other charges. It is your 

· responsibility to pay the bill by 4:00 p.m. on January 20 ·or 
to arrange to have one-haft of it deferred, even if the bill . . 
has been misplaced. Other things to keep in mind include:' 

• After January 27, there"will be no tuition adjustment for 
courses dropped. However, tuition for classes added will 
be assessed and billed. 

• Tuition for a No Credit cQurse is the same as for a course 
taken for credit. 

• Tuition for a 0 credit-hour course is charged at the rate ·of 
a 1 credit-hour class. .. · · · 

·• All students taking one course of 5 or fewer hours will be 
· assessed a base fee of $22.95. These students will' 

receive a No Fees sticker for their ID and will not be 
allowed to use Wardenburg services or the Recreation 
Center without payment. Doctoral students taking thesis 
hours only, master's candidates for degree, approved 
doctoral candidates, and fifth-year pharmacy students will 
pay only the base fee. 

• Mandatory UCSU student fees ($133.45 per semester) are 
considered .as important as tuition and may only be 
waived because of extraordinary circumstances, such as a 
physical absence from campus for the semester, living 
outside a 50-mile radius of the Boulder/Denver area; or an· 

· extreme physical handicap t.hat renders it impossible· for a 
student to use the fee-supported services or facilities. If 
fees are waived, students must still pay the base fee. 
Students who wish to petition for a fee reimbursement 
must do· so by 4:00p.m. on January 20. No late petitions 
will be accepted. Petitions. may be pickecLup and turned 
in at the Bursar's Office, Regent 150, and must include 
documentation of the reasons for waiving the fees. In 
addition, students covered by the student health insurance 
cannot have their student fees waived. 

• All Boulder Campus students taking 6 ,or more semester 
hours or more than one course must b~ covered by a 
hospital-medical-surgical insurance plan as a condition of 
enrollment.

1f you do not verify separate equivalent · 

coverage or adequate personal financial resources on the 
insurance waiver form, you will automatically qe enrolled 
in the student group insurance plan at a cost of $140 in 
addition to full UCSU student fees. If you submitted a 
waiver in the fall, it will extend through the spring and­
summer of 1989. 



Students who increase or decrease their credit-hour load 
should be careful to verify their insurance coverage status. 
Any change.s in your Spring 1989 insu~ance coverage must 
be made by January 2~. 

If you are taking one course of 5· or fewer semester hours, 
supplemental health insurance will be available at the same 
price full-time students pay. To becorne eligible to purchase . 
the insurance, you must first pay full UCSU student fees. 
Exception: appr~ved doctoral candidates requesting student 
group insurancewill be charged full price for the insurance 
plus Wardenburg Student Health S~rvice fees of $56.15. 

Deferred. Tuition 
The option of deferring one-half your total. bill until March 3, 
.1989, is available by completing a deferred tuition 
applicatibn on .or before January 20. The first half of your 
bill will still be due by 4:00 p.m., January 20. Please be 
aware that the deferred balance will be subject to a 1 
percent per month finance charge. -If' you have any·doubt at 

. all about being able to pay your full bill by January 20, 
please take advantage of this option. To qualify, your total 
bill at the time of application of deferred tuition must exceed 
$100. The deferred amount will be calculated on the 
account balance at the time of deferment. Deferred tuition 
applications will be available at the Events/Conference 

1 Center beginning January 9. 

Failure to Make Payment In Full by the Deadline 
Failure to make the requrred payment on each ·due date· 
may result in any or all of the follow actions: 

a. You may be disenrolled from the University, 
becoming ineligible for all University services (see 
Disenrollment Policy below). 

b. No grades will be issued for courses in progress 
unless you are reinstated within the prescribed deadlines. 

c .. No transcripts, diplomas, certification, or registration 
materials will be issued for you until your bill is paid in full.

If you plan to take at least one course at Bould~r in the tali· 
b-ut cannot obtain cour!5e work required for your'degree .· 
program, you may be able to concurrently register on 
another CU campus .. The course work must be required for 
your degree program; you musf have your dean's permis­
sion; and enrollment levels must not have been reached· oh 
the other campus. Graduate students must also have their 
advisor's approval. If all these conditions are met, you can 
register for up to two courses or 6 credit hours, whichever 
is greater, on another CU campus. 

Business students may only exercise the concurr~nt 
registration option if they are in their graduating semest~r;

The. academic 
year begins with ~ummer session, and the number of free 
hours is determined on a prorated basis from full-time 
status. Enrollment usually occurs on a space-available basis 
during the Drop/Add period, unlessthe faculty or staff 
member wishes to register early. In that event, course 
requests may be made via·CU Connect In November and 
December, but full tuition and fees will be charged.

Faculty arid staff members who wish to.take a course as a 
nondegree student will need to take a copy of their

. and staff who vvere enrolled as nondegree students on the 
Boulder Campus during Fall Semester 1_988 will be set up 
automatically for Spring 1989.) Office hours are 9:00 a.rJ1. to 
4:00p.m. 

Faculty or ·staff students applying to a degree program 
should follow the regular application procedures established 
by the Office of Admissions. However, .in order to apply for 
the free credit. hours, the application form and current PAF 
should be submitted to the Bursar's Office by December 9. 
After one semester as a new degree student, faculty and 
staff become continuing students and will be set up auto­
matically each semester to request courses, although appli­
cation for any of the remaining free credit hours must be 
made separately each semester. 

For those applying for the tuition benefit, instructions may.

A university's intellectual reputation depends onthe 
maintenance of the highest standards of intellectual 
honesty. Consequently,. commitment to thos~ standards is a. 
responsibility of every student and every faculty member at 
the University of Colorado. 

Breaches of academic honesty include cheating, plagiarism, 
and the unauthorized possession of exams, papers, or other 
class materials that have not been formally released by the 
instructor. 

Cheating.- Cheating takes place in different ways, but · 
basical.ly involves dishonest behavior, such as copying frof"D 
another person or obtaining any form of unauthorized help 
or assistance from any person or source .. 

Plagiarism. In all academic areas, it is imperative that work 
be original or that explicit acknowledgment be given for the 
use of another person's ideas or language. In a term paper, 
for example, faiiure to use quotation marks,_even if a foot­
note source is provided, is plagiarism. 

Students should consult with their instructors regarding 
specific standards or procedures appropriate in each given 
field. 

Sanctions. Breaches ot academic holilesty will result in 
disciplinary measures. These can include: 

• A failing grade tor a particula( assignment 
• A failing grade for a particular course 
• Suspension for various lengths of ~ime or permanent 

expulsion from the University. 

Breaches of academic honesty are under the purview of 
each college and school ·pursuant to the Laws. of the 
Regents, Article V, Section G. For further. information and 
for individual college and school policies, .please ·consult 
your dean's office. 

Academic Standing/ 
Generally, to be in good undergraduate academic. standing 
at CU-Boulder, you must maintain a 2.00 GPA (C average) 
or better. If you cannot maintain·this average, a scholastic 
stop may be placed on your registration. 

Graduate students are expected to maintain a 3.00 GPA 
(B average) or better. 

Please check individual college and school poli~ies in the 
University Catalog for information pn specific GPA 
requirements and on scholastic stops. 

Final Examination Polley 
.. It is the policy of the University of Colorado at Boulder to 

adhere to the··final examination schedule as published in the 
Schedule of Courses each semester. While it may be appro­
priate to not give a final in some cases, such as laboratory 
courses, seminars,· and colloquia, final examinations should 
be given in· all other undergraduate courses. Unless other­
wise notified in writing during the first week of classes, 
students should assume that an examination will be given. 

In addition to the principles stated above, the following 
guidelines should be ·followed by all faculty members and 

·administrators in order to assure fairness and the best 
possible educational experience for students. 

1. The scheduled final examination period should be 
considered an: important part of the course and use.d as a 
final examination- period or for additional instruction. 
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2. The final examination in a course should be. given as 
scheduled and not-at other times even if the faculty member 
and all students in a course agree to such a change. 

3. The week of classes preceding the scheduled final 
examination period should be used primarily for .continued 
instruction and may include the introduction of new material. 
No hourlyexaminati'ons are to be given during the. week 
preceding final examin~tions. · 

4. Individual students ·may be gra'nted a variance from 
these policies provided the instructor is satisfied that (a) the 
exception is based on good and sufficient reasons (such as 
religious observances), and (b) such an exception for an -
early or late examination will not prejudice the interests of 
other students in the course. 

5 .. When students have three or more examinations on 
the sa.me day, they will be entitled ,to arrange an alternative 
examination time for the last exam or exams scheduled on 
that day. Such arrangements must be made no later than 
the end of the sixth week of the semester (i.e., at the end of 
the drop period). Students will be expected to provide 
evidence that they have three or more examinations to 
qualify for exceptions. 

6. This policy· applies to all. underg·raduate. students, 
including seniors. Graduating seniors should not be 
exempted from final examinations. Such exemptions are 
inappropriate on both procedural and· academic grounds.

Graduating Students

the semester· preceding the semester of graduation. . 
Rights and Privacy-Education Records 
The Family Education Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 
protects the privacy of education records. However, certain 
information is considered public or "directory information." 
Such if1formatlon may be released to. anyone unless stu­
dents inform the Office of Academic Records that they do 
hot wish the information released.· 

"Directory information" ihcludes n·ame, address, phone 
number, date and place of birth, major field of study, 
participation in University activities or sports, dates of 
attendance at the University, full- or part-time enrollment 
status, degrees ari'd awards received, educational institu­
tions attended, and weight and height of athletes. 

To prevent release of the above information, students must 
go to the Office of Academic Records before January 27 to 
request that directory information about them be withheld. 
Once requested, nondisclosure .of~ directory information will 
remain on their records until they a·re no longer enrolled at 
the University. 

To prevent names and addresses from appearing in the 
1988-89 Directory, students must have requested 
withholding of directory information before September 16,

Both credit and noncredit classes are offered through 
Boulder's Division of Continuing Education,, and many credit 
classes may be used to supplement your degree program.
