B. Understanding the SCHEDULE OF
COURSES

After consulting an academic advisor or reading the
advising instructions and reviewing school/college
requirements, you will be ready to select .your
courses.

The SCHEDULE OF COURSES has a table of contents
to help you locate the college or schooi which lists the
courses you need. At the top of each page of courses
you will find the abbreviations for the information
supplied:

o DEPT NO~-The department number is essential
for filling out your course requests. Do not confuse
this -with major number.

¢ CR—The number of credit hours the course of-
fers: 030 means 3 credit hours, 2-4 indicates that
credit is variable and means you must indicate on your

e TITLE OF COURSE—This is often abbreviated also.

¢ SEC—This is the section number and it means the
same as the lecture number. When an L precedes the
number (LOO4), it indicates a laboratory (lab) and is
taken along with the lecture. When an R precedes the
number (RO10), it indicates a recitation {(rec) and is
taken along with the lecture. Some classes have aii
three: lecture, lab, and recitation.

e TIME—Meeting time of the class.

* DAYS—Meeting days of the class (T is Tuesday
and TH is Thursday).

¢ BLDG-—The building abbreviation. See the list on
the campus map.

®* ROOM—The room number.

¢ INSTRUCTOR—Instructor’s name is printed when
available.

® LIMIT—Approximate class size.

When selecting your courses and filling out your
forms, remember the following:

t. CREDIT HOUR LIMITS—Until the Drop/Add
period begirns, students in Arts and Sciences and Jour-
nalism are limited to a maximum of 17 credit hours;

2. CONTROLLED ENROLLMENT CLASSES—For cour-
ses so designated in the SCHEDULE OF COURSES with
an 800-series section number and the statement
“*Secure a Controlled Enroliment Form,” the student
must go to the office of the department offering the
course to obtain a Controlied Enroliment Form.
Availability of these forms is arranged in each depart-
ment and will range from a week before registration to
the actual days of registration.

The student must deposit this form in addition to
the regular Course Enroliment Formm during registra-
tion in order to enroll in that course.

Optional Pass /Fail Enroliment

(1) Before enrolling in courses on the Pass/Fail op-
tion, students should consult their school and college
requirements and restrictions concerning Pass/Fail
enrollment to ensure an approved registration. Stu-
dents may obtain Pass/Fail forms from either the
registration final check clerks or at the Office of
Registrations.

Completed Pass/Fail forms must be turned in at the
Office of Registrations prior to 4:30 p.m. on Friday,

. February 4. Students will be given a validated receipt

upon submission of the Pass/Fail form. It is the stu-

dent’s responsibility to retain this receipt until grades .

are received for the semester. After Friday, February 4,
it will not be possible for a student to enroll for
Pass/Fail.

(2) The record of Pass/Fail registration is maintained
by the Office of Registrations. ’

(3) Academic deans and faculty will not be aware of
specific Pass/Fail registrations. For example, all stu-
dents who are registered on a Pass/Fail basis appear
on the regular class roster and a normal letter grade is
assigned on the final grade roster by the professor.

When grades are received in the Office of Records,
those registrations which require a Pass/Fail designa-
tion are automatically converted by the grade applica-
tion system. Grades of D and above convert to a grade
of P. Grades of F would equal a letter grade of F.

(4) Only six hours or two courses (whichever is
greater) may be taken Pass/Fail in a given sémester.

Drop/Add Standard Procedures

(1) Students will be allowed to drop and add
through Friday, February 4, with no signature required.
on the Drop/Add form. The deadline for Business
students is january 21.

(2) No Add, including Independent Study and
Thesis, will be allowed after February 4, 1983.

(3) After this date, the instructor must sign Drop
forms. Students must be passing a course at the time
it is dropped.

(4) Starting Wednesday, Apnl 6, 1983, courses
may not be dropped unless there are circumstances
clearly beyond the student’s control (accident, illness,
etc.); in addition to the instructor's certification (as in
3 above), the student must petition the dean for all

-Drops.

(5) You will be charged for any courses dropped
after February 4.

(6) Validated receipts are required of all students
who deposit Drop/Add forms at the Office of Registra-
tions, Regent 125. it is the students’ responsibility to
retain this receipt throughout the semester.

Time Out Program (TOP)

The TIME OUT PROGRAM is a planned leave pro-
gram for University of Colorado at Bouider students
who are currently enrolled in good standing in their
college or school and whose dean approves their
leave for a minimum of one semester or a maximum of
one year. {(Example: after completing a fall semester in
December, the student returns the followmg Septem-
ber or a year {ater in January.)

TOP will guarantee the students-a place in their cur-
rent college or school and in their current major when
they return to classes. Certain restrictions do apply,
however, for some colleges and schools. TOP partici-
pants may register for classes by mail, and reapplica-
tion to the University is not necessary. Additional in-
formation and TOP applications can be obtained from
the Office of Registrations, Regent Administrative
Center 125. A nonrefundable $20 program fee is re-
quired at the time of application to TOP.

Registration Procedures

Option 1 —Boulder Campus students who wish to take
course work on another campus of the University of
Colorado can register on that campus independent of
their home campus registration.

Final Examination Policy

It is the policy of the University of Colorado,
Boulder, to adhere to the final examination schedule
as published in the SCHEDULE OF COURSES each
semester. While it may be appropriate not to give a
final in some cases, such as laboratory courses,
seminars, and colloquia, final examinations should be
given in all other undergraduate courses.

Exceptions to this policy should be agreed upon by.
the faculty member and the chairman of the depart-
ment no later than the beginning of the semester in
which an exception is requested. The resulting deci-
sion should be announced in writing to students in the
class during the first week of classes.

In addition to the principles stated above, the
following guidelines should be followed by ail faculty.
members and administrators in order to assure fair-
ness and the best possible educational experience for
students:

1. The scheduled final examination period should
be-considered an important part of the course and
used as a final examination period or for additonal in-
struction.

2. The final examination in a course should be

“given as scheduled and not at other times even if the

faculty member and all students in a course agree to
such a change.

3. The week of classes preceding the scheduled
final examination period should be used primarily for
continued instruction and- may include the introduc-
tion of new material. No hourly examinations are to be
given during the week preceding final examinations.

4, Individual students may be granted a variance
from these policies provided the instructor is satisfied
that (a) the exception is based on good and sufficient
reasons (such as religious observances), and (b) such
an exception for an early or late examination will not
prejudice the interests of other students in the course.

5. When students have three examinations on the
same day, they will be entitled to arrange an alterna-
tive examination time for the last exam or exams
scheduled on that day. Such arrangements must be
made no later than the end of the tenth week of the

| semester (i.e., at the end of the drop period). Students

will be expected to provide evidence that they have
three examinations in order to qualify for exceptions.

6. This policy applies to all undergraduate stu-
dents, including seniors. Graduating seniors should
not be exempted from final examinations. Such excep-
tions are inappropriate on both procedural and aca-
demic grounds.

‘Family Educational Rights
and Privacy Act

Periodically, but not less than annually, the Univer-
sity of Colorado informs students of the Family Educa-
tional Rights and Privacy Act of 1974. This act, with
which the institution intends to comply fully, was de-
signed to protect the privacy of educational records,
to establish the right of students to inspect and re-
view their educational records in all offices, and to
provide guidelines for the corrections of inaccurate or
misleading data through informal and formal hearings.

Students also have the right to file complaints with
the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)
Office concerning alleged failures by the institution to
comply with the act.

Local policy explains in detail the procedures to be
used by the institution for compliance with the provi-
sions of the act. Copies of the policy can be found in
the library of each CU campus.

A Directory of Records which lists all education
records maintained on students by this dnstitution
may be found in each Chancellor’s Office.

The following items of student information have
been designated by the University of Colorado as
public or directory information: name, address,
telephone number, dates of attendance, registration
status, class, major field of study, awards, honors,
degree(s) conferred, past and present participation in
officially recognized sports and activities, physical
factors (height, weight) of athletes, date and place of
birth. Such information may be disclosed by the in-
stitution for any purpose, at its discretion.

No other information regarding students’ education
records may be disclosed to anyone without the writ- -
ten consent of students except (1) to personnel within
the institution, .(2) to officials of other institutions in
which students seek to enroli, (3) to persons or or-
ganizations providing students financial aid (this in-
cludes the parents upon whom students are financial-
ly dependent), (4) to accrediting agencies carrying out
their accreditation functions, or (5) to persons in an
emergency to protect the health or safety of students
or other persons.

Currently enrolled students may withhold dis-
closure of directory information under the Family Edu-
cational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974. To withhoid
disclosure, written notification must be received each
term in the Records Office on the appropriate campus
prior to the 11th day of classes. Forms requesting the
withholding of directory information are available in
the Records Office.

The University of Colorado assumes that failure on
the part of any student to specifically request the
withholding of directory information indicates in-
dividual approval for disclosure.

Questions concerning FERPA may be referred to the
Office of Records.

The candidate for the liberal arts degree is expected to be Titerate in his own language,
to have at least a minimal acquaintance with a language other than his own, and to be fami-
Tiar with the subject matter and the methodology of the three broad areas of learning
represented by’ the humanities, the natural sciences, and the social sciences. These ex-
pectations generate the requirements of the colleqge.

Fach student seeking the B.A., the B.F.A., or the B.S. degree must present two 2-semester
course combinations in each of the following areas: Humanities, Natural Science, and
Social Science. An area requirement may be satisfied in this college in one of two ways:
{1) by taking on first-year course combination from the College tist followed by one
second-vear combination for which the first-year combination is prerequisitg; or (2),hy
taking one first-year combination in one department and one first-year combination in a
different. department.
