Registration Materials 

A. Forms and supp 1 i es you will need 
1. Registration Authorization Card - Your name, number, and other information are 

printed across the top. 
2. Deposit Card - $100 or $300(as applicable) is printed on it and must be turned 

in when you pay your deposit. 
3. Course Request Cards - A packet of six blank cards you will fill out with the 

courses you select. · 
4. Optional Fee Form - This form covers several areas. The fees will be charged 

to you if you do ·not properly fill out the form. 
5. Electro-Magnetic Mark-Sense pencil - Use this on all cards. 
6. Schedule of Courses - Keep this copy and take it with you to Registration. 

Be sure to read the registration instruction booklet which is available at every r~g----­
istration. It contains the most current information and instructions on the use of 
forms. 

B. Understanding the Schedule of Courses 
After consulting an academic adviser or reading the advising instructions and re­
viewing school/college requirements,·you will be ready to select your courses. 

The Schedule of Courses has a Table of Contents to help you locate the school or 
college which lists the courses you need. At the top of each page of courses 
you will find the abbreviations for the information supplied: 

+DEPT NO- The department number is essential for filling out your course requests. 
Do not confuse this with major number. 

+DEPT -The department name abbreviated to a maximum of 4 spaces. 

'+CRS NO - The course number. 

+CR- The number of credit hours the course offers. 030 means 3 credit hours, 
2-4 means you must indicate on your course request if you want 2, 3, or 4 credit 
hours. 

+TITLE OF COURSE - This is often abbreviated also. 

+SEC - This is the section number. Without an L or an R pt·eceding the number it 
is the same as the lecture .number. L indicates laboratory (lab) and is taken 
along with the lecture. R indicates recitation (rec) and is taken· along with 
the lecture. Some classes have all-three: lecture, lab, and recitation. 

+TIME - Meeting times of the class. 

+DAYS Meeting days of the class. Note: T is Tuesday and TH is Thursday. 

+BLDG- The building abbreviation. See the list on the campus map. 

+ROOM - The room number. 

+INSTRUCTOR - Instructors name is printed when _available. 

When selecting your courses and filling out your forms remember the following: 

1. CREDIT HOUR LIMITS- Students in Arts and Sciences, Journalism, and Business are 
limited to a maximum of 17 credit hours until the drop/add-period begins. 
Students in Education, Environmental Design, t1usic, and Pharmacy are limited to 
19 credits and Law students are 1 imited to 16 credit hours. Students in Engi­
neering may take an unlimited number' of credit hours. 

Students in all schools and colleges (except Business) may add an unlimited 
number of credit hours during the drop/add period. 

2. CONTROLLED ENROLLMENT CLASSES - For courses so designated in the Schedule of 
courses with an 800 series section number and the statement, "Secure a Depart­
mental Controlled Enrollment Card," the student must go the office· .. of the 
department offering the course to obtain a Controlled Enrollment Card. The 
student must deposit this card instead of the regular course request car~n 
order to enroll in that course. A request for a course on a regular course 
request card is not acceptable and the student WILL NOT be placed into the 
course. 

3. ·INDEPENDENT STUDIES - Students registering for courses with sections numbered 
900 or above (Independent Study, Thesis, Candidate for Degree, etc.) t~UST ob­
tain an Independent Study/Thesis Approval Form from the department offering the 
course. This form must be completed instead of the regular course request card 
and deposited with the student's other cards. A regular course request card 
will not be accepted at the Final Registration Check Point.

Co~pleted pass/fail cards must be turned in at the Office of the University Registrar 
pr1or to 4:30p.m. on Thursday, February 4. Students will be qiven a validated 
receipt upon submission of the pass/fail card. In those cases.where the Office of 
th~ University Registt;ar does not indicate that the student has enrolled for pass/ 
fa1l and the student contends that he did enroll for pass/fail, it is the student's 
responsibility to support his claim by providing the student pass/fail receipt form.

final Exam Policy 
It·shall be the policy of the Boulder campus that final examinations will be given at 
the time printed in the schedule of courses in all undergraduate courses except 
colloquia, seminars, and other courses such as laboratories where, in the judgment 
of the faculty member and with .the written concurrence of the Dean or Department Chair­
man, such an exam is not ~ppropriate. When an exception is to be made, it shall be the 
responsibilitity of the fgculty member in the course to note that exception in the 
course syllabus distributed at the beginning of the semester. 

To assure uniformity of practice, the following expectations for the examination pro­
cess wi 1l be en forced: 

1. No hourly exams or other written work should be assigned IN LIE~ OF A FINAL EXAM­
INATION during the final week of the semester. This period should be used either 
for review or for the introduction of new material. ' 

2. Final examinations will be given as scheduled and not at other times EVEN IF THE 
FACULTY MEMBER AND. ALL STUDENTS IN A COURSE "AGREE" TO SUCH A CHANGE. Faculty 
members who schedule "early finals" will be subject to an appropriate reduction 
of FTE appointment and compensation during the examination period. 

3. If a final examination is not to be given in a particular course, the examination 
period is to be used for instructional purposes (e.g., presentation of papers, oral 
exams, etc.). Under no circumstances is the decision .not to give a final examina­
ti-on to result in abdication of faculty responsibility to use this period construc­
tively: 

4. Individual students may be granted a variance from these policies provided the in­
structor is satisfied that (a) the exception is based on good and"sufficient reasons 
(such as religious· observances), and (b) such an exception for an early or late 
exam wi 11 not prejudice the interests of other students in the course. 

5. When a student has more than two examinations on the same day, he/she will be en­
titled to arrange an alternative examination time for the last exam or exams sche-d­
uled on that day. Such arrangements must be made no later than the end of the tenth 
week of.the semester (i.e., at the end of the drop period). Students will be ex­
pected to provide evidence that they have more than two examinations in ol"der to 
qualify for exceptions. 

6. This policy applies to all undergraduate students, including seniors. Graduating 
seniors should not be exempted from final examinations, Such exemptions are in­
appropriate on both procedural and academic grounds. 

Notice to Students 
Peri odi ca lly, but not 1 ess than annually, the University of Co 1 ora do informs students of 
the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974.

Course Load - Business students may register for a maximum of 17 hours of coursework 
during the fall or spring semesters and a maximum of 6 hours during a 5-week summer 
term. 

Deadlines -The student is responsible for being aware of and observing all University 
and College of Business deadlines. 

Drop/Add - Adding business classes i~ by petition only to the Dean. Business classes 
may not be added after the first week of class. All class assignments are on a space 
available basis. Nonbusiness students will not be sectioned into business classes, 
but those ~red to take business classes may be added during the first week. of class 
providing they have received prior approval from their Dean, the College of Business 
has approved the add, and providing space is available. 

Expository Writing- A.S. 100, 101, 102, 103 or 110 will fulfill this requirement. CLEP 
credit is not acceptable. 

Incomplete Grades - Incomplete grades are given only in documented and extenuating cir­
cumstances cleiirTy beyond the student's control. The studen't is expected to complete 
the course requirements, e.g., final exam, term paper, within established deadline and 
not retake the entire course. 

Information for Graduating Seniors - All graduating seniors must contact the Office of 
Undergraduate Studies for a complete academic evaluation prior to registering for their 
last term on campus. 

To receive a B.S. degree in business, the student must have achieved a grade point aver­
age of 2.0 for all work attempted at the University of Colorado, a 2.0 average for all 
business courses attempted at the University and a 2.0 average in the four required 
area-of-emphasis courses. · 

Intrauniversity Trans,fer- Students who wish to transfer to business from another col­
lege or school of the University must formally apply at the Dean's office (room 230), 
within the deadline established by the College of Business. Applicants must be en­
rolled on the Boulder campus at the time of application and have completed a minimum 
15 hours at University of Colorado prior to applying. A limited number of students are 
admitted to the college each term by JUT and when the quota is filled, applications will 
not be accepted until the next term. Admitted students must enroll on Boulder Campus 
the term admitted or IUT is void. 

Mathematics - Math 107 and 3-hours of college level calculus are required of all Business 
students. There are no substitutions for Math 107, but Math 108 or 130 or A Math 135 or 
136 may be used to satisy the calculus requirement. Math 107 and 108 ma.Y IJe taken in 
any sequence, but it is recommended that Math 107 precede Math 108. 

Natural Science- Chemistry, physics, biology, astronomy, physical geography, physical 
anthropology, geology, earth science, and physical science. Not chemistry 100, EPOB 100. 

No Credit- Due to space limitations, business classes may not be taken on a no-credit 
basis. 
Nonclassroom Sources of Credit (e.g., Independent Study, Certain Experimental Studies) -
A maximum o( 6 hours of nonclass sources of credit will be counted toward the B.S. 
degree in business and not more than 3 hours of such credit p,er semester. A description 
of the course and appropriate approvals must be submitted to'the Office of Undergraduate 
studies prior to registering for all such courses. Independent study courses in busi­
ness are intended for business seniors. 

Pass/Fail - Students in the college may not use courses taken on pass/fail basis to sat­
isfy required business or nonbusiness courses or business elective courses. A maximum 
of 16 hours of pass/fail credit may be applied toward the B.S. degree in business; trans­
fer students may take 1 hour of pass/fail for every 8 hours completed at this institution. 

Student~ enrolled in the college prior to Fall 1980 may take pass/fail hours as specified 
in the Bulletin effective at the time of their admission to the college. PASS/FAIL DETER­
mNATION MUST BE MADE WITHIN UNIVERSITY DEADLINES AND IS IRREVERSIBLE. 

Physical Education- P.E., recreation, and dance activity courses may not be counted to­
ward a B.S. degree in business, but a maximum of 6 hours of theory (non-activity) courses 
may be applied to nonbusiness electives. 

Prerequisites - Students registering for courses without having completed appropriate 
prerequisites or who do not have the appropriate class standing may be administratively 
dropped from business classes. Business majors are defined as students officially en­
rolled in the College of Business and Administration or an official combined program. 

~ating Courses - Repetition of work either at the University of Colorado and/or else­
where, or below college-level wo"rk, is not acceptable toward a B.S. degree in business. 
Grades of D earned at this institution count toward qraduation and courses need not be 
repeated. The College of Business and Administration does not remove F's or change 
grades if a course is ·repeated. Ali work attempted will appear on permanent records. 

Statement of Academic Standards- Students are held.to basic standards of performance 
established for their classes with respect to· attendance, active participation in course 
work, promptness in completion of assignments, correct English usage both in writing and 
in speech, accuracy in calculations, and general quality of scholastic workmanship" 

In general, examinations are required in all courses and for all students in.cluding 
seniors. 

To be in good standing, students must have an overall grade-point average of not less 
than 2.0 (C = 2.0) for all work attempted and a 2.0 for all business courses attempted.

1. Students who have been on probation or suspension a"t any time in the past will auto­

matically be suspended if their cumulative GPA again falls below a 2.0. All courses 
taken at any campus of the University o~Colorado are included in the compilation of 
the cumulative average.

4. The College of Engineering and Applied Science will not remove F's or any other grade 
for any courses repeated. A student's cumulative grade point average shall include 
all academic courses §ttempted for grades at the University of Colorado. 

5. Students should note the restrictions on the Pass/Fail option given in the Student 
Survival Guide and check with their department office for specifi departmental i"e­

str1ction_S: __ Pass/Fai1 forms require the signatures of a designated faculty member 
of a student's major department plus dean's approval. 

6. Students must petition if they intend to take a course NC (non-credit). No course to 
be included in the 136 semester credit hours required for graduation can be taken NC. 

7. Students may drop and add courses during the first two weeks of the semester wHhout 
any signatures required on a ~rap/add card. After the second week. the instructor's 
signature is required on the drop card if the instructor feels a student is passing 
and is willihg to allow the student to drop the course. After the tenth week you 
will not be allowed to drop a course. 

8. Students win not be allowed to add a class after the drop/add period ends. Academic 
calendars are published each' semester which state the date of the last day to add a 
course. No exceptions will be made. 

9. Final examination dates and times are printed in the applicable semester Schedule of 
Courses. Students should be careful not to sign up for courses that would require 
three or more finals on the same day. 

10. Engineering students are subject to disenrollment if they do not comply with College 
rules. 

Information for Graduating Seniors 
1. Students planning to graduate in December or May should complete a Diploma Application 

form by October 1. Forms are available at schedule pick-up or in the dean's office, 
EC AD 1-1. 

2. All graduating seniors should notify their major departments prior to their last term 
on campus and carefully plan their schedules with their advisers' approval so as to 
assure fulfillment of requirements for the degree. Tentative commencement lists will 
be posted on the bulletin board outside the dean's office. The name of each graduat­
ing senior should appear on this list. Each senior should verify that the name is 
spelled correctly and is given as it should appear on the diploma. Each individual's 
major should also be shown correctly. Please notify the dean's office of any errors 
on this list. 

3. Final grades for removal of IF's or IW's and/or the completion of correspondence 
courses must be in the Dean's Office before final exams begin; 

4. Minimum requirements for the B.S. degree: 

a. Total of 136 hours passed in a prescribed curriculum. 
b. A grade point average of 2.0 for all courses attempted and for all courses that 

count toward graduation requirements excluding from grade averaging the letter 
grade P given in Pass/Fail courses. These courses may, however, count toward 
graduation. 

c. Last 30 hours must be taken as a degree student in the College of Engineering 
and Applied Science. -

d. Recommendation by the faculty of the student's major department and the faculty 
of the College of Engineering and Applied Science. 

Students may check with the dean's office to verify that they will have the total number 
of hours and grade point average required for graduation. It is also the student's re­
sponsibility to check with the departmental adviser on fulfillment of the specific re­
quirements of the major department.

Environmental Design students must specify major code EV 852 and obtain advisers from 
the faculty in Environmental Design. Faculty offices for advisers are in the Environ­
m~ntal Design Building. All students enrolled in the Colleoe of Environmental Desiqn 
are required to see an adviser prior to registration for each semester. · 

TRANSFER STUDENTS 

Before admittance to this program, transfer students either from the Boulder campus or 
from other universities should have completed a college physics course with lab, En­
glish composition or equivalent, math (calculus for pre-architecture and statistics for 
planning and other design students), biological science, and some graphic skills. An 
overall B average in previous coursework is helpful for admission. 

MINIMUM SCHOLASTIC STANDARDS 

Students will be subject to suspension if they do not attain and continue to maintain a 
cumulative grade point average of 2.0 for the Environmental Design undergraduate divi­
sion. A "D" in a required core course would be grounds for repeating the course. 

NORMAL SCHEDULE 
The normal semester credit-hour load in the College of Environmental Design is 16 semes­
ter hours. Advance approval by the dean is essential for loads of less than 12 hours 
or more than 19 hours. 

CHANGE OF SCHEDULE 
Students may drop courses during the first two weeks of a semester without securing the 
approval of the dean and processing the drop form. After that time, the procedure must 
include written approval of the instructor concerned and the dean. Under the following 
condition, a course must be dropped with a failure: 

When the course ts dropped after the tenth week of the semester (unless the 
reason for dropping is clearly beyond the student's control and is so affirmed 
by the dean's office). 

No incomplete marks (IW or IF) are given in the College of Environmental 8esign except 
in the case of proven medical crisis. 

WITHDRAWAL 
A student leaving the University during a term must report to the Office of the Dean 
to process a statement of withdrawal. If a student leaves without completing the 
withdrawal process, he will receive a grade of failure for each course in which he is 
enro 11 ed.

The Graduate School foreign language requirement may be satisfied by passing the Grad­
uate School Foreigri Language Test (GSFLT). The examinations are administered by the 
Office of Testing-Research-Evaluation (ext. 7'l67), and they are offered in German, 
French, Russian, and Spanish. Examination dates for the spring semester are available 

-~t least one month before the testing date tn the Office of Testing-Research-Evaluation. 
The examination fee is $18. Information concerning alternative ways of satisfying the 
Graduate School foreign language req'Uirement is available in the Graduate School. 

·Graduate Program Requirements 
Consult the Graduate Bulletin and your major department for additional ·information 
concerning requirements for advanced degrees. A 11 regular degree and provisional degree 
graduate students must have the approval of their authorized departmental representatives 
concerning their proposed program-of courses for each semester and must plan their degree 
programs with their desi~nated advisers. Admission to the Graduate School is not equiv­
alent to approval of candidacy for an advanced degree. A student who wishes to become a 
candidate for a degree must make appli~ation at the time in the manner prescribed under 
the. r:equi rements for the degree sought. 

SCHEDULE OF GRADUATE COURSES 

Time and place listings of graduate courses are given in normal numerical sequence 
under the re 1 a ted undergradu<Jte department and college or schoo 1.

INFORMATION FOR MASTER'S DEGREE CANDIDATES 
Graduate students who al'e writing a master's thesis must complete a minimum of 4 semester 
hours and a maximum of 6 semester hours for thesis; the student may register for 1-6 
hours (not "0" hours) in any term or terms ·of residence, but t.he total number of hours 
must equal the number of credit hours he expects to receive for his thesis. The final 
grade for the thesis wi 11 be determined when the thesis is completed. If it is not com­
pleted by the end of the term in which the student is registered for it, an "In Progress" 
should be reported. Candidates for the M.Ed. degree receive a total of 2 semester hours 
for M. Ed. report. 

The rules of the Graduate School require that students be registered at the time they take 
their comprehensive final examination for the master's degree. If all coursework has been 
completed and if the students have previously registered for the total thesis hours or 
report, they must reyister "Candidate for Degree". To register "Candidate for ·Degree," 
an Independent Study/Thesis Approval Form must be completed using the regular department 
number, 999 as the course number, and 900 as the s-ection number. This form must be de­
posited with the other registration materials. 

INFORMATION FOR DOCTORAL DEGREE CANDIDATES 

Doctoral candidates mustbe registered for doctoral thesis in order to take the doctoral 
finalexamination in defense of the thesis. Registration must be completed at the reg­
istration period which precedes each semester or summer term. Students must complete 
an Independent Study/Thesis Approval Form and deposit it with the other registration 
materials. , 

A student certified as a candidate for the Ph.d., D.Mu.A., Ed. D., or D.B.A. degree must 

enroll and pay tuition for spring and fall semester of each year until he either attains 
the degree or formally resigns as a candidate. This continuing registration is indepen­
dent of whether or not the candidate is in residence at the University. 
A student must be registered at the time he takes the comprehensive examination for the 
Ph.D. Registration must be completed at the regular registration period which precedes 
each semester or summer term.

Students are expected to become familiar with these rules 
and regulations as well as the specific requirements for graduation Students are en­
couraged to consult with their adviser or.the School of Pharmacy office if information 
is desired at any time. · 

REGISTRATION 

Academic advising will be available at the School of Pharmacy office, Ekeley West 181; 
during registration and pre-registration. ADVISING IS MANDATORY. The registration sched­
ule must be signed by an adviser, and a major'card obtained prior to submitting the com­
pleted registration materials. 

COURSE Of STUDY 

The normal academic load is 12 t,o 18 hours. Permission to take more than 18 hours or 
less than 12 hours may be granted only by the dean. A student must be registered for at

least 12 hours of credit on the Boulder campus in order to qualify for a semester of res­
idency, ·The proper sequence of both the professional and nonprofessional courses in the 
curriculum must be maintained. A student will not be permitted to advance into either 
the fourth or fifth 'year of the course of study sequence until at least a cumulative 2.0 
grade point average has been attained in the School of Pharmacy. _A grade of D is not an 
acceptable passing grade in a professional course and a student w11l not be perm1tted_to 
register for fifth year professional courses unless all third and fourth year profess1onal 
courses have been completed satisfactorily with a grade of C or better. A student may 
not register for any third or fourth year professional courses unless all prerequ1s1tes 
has been satisfied with an acceptable passing grade. 

PASS/FAIL OPTION 
The Pass/Fail option is not permitted for the non-professional or professional courses 
that are required for graduation. After enrollment in the School of Pharmacy, a max1mum 
of six semester hours of nonprofessional electives may be taken to apply towards the de­
gree under the Pass/Fail option. Professional electives in the School of Pharmacy may 
not be taken under the Pass/Fail option. 

WITHDRAWAL 
A student leaving the University during a semester or term must report to the School of 
Pharmacy office to initiate a statement of withdrawal, If a student leaves without ob­
taining an official approval of withdrawal, a grade of failure will be reported for each 
enrolled course. 

ACADEMIC STANDARDS 
In the Schoof of Pharmacy a grade of D is not an acceptable passing grade in a profes­
sional course; if a grade of D is received, the course must be repeated until a grade of 
C or better is received. Professional courses are those listed under Pharmacy-Pharmg­
ceutics, Clinical Pharmacy, Pharmacy Administration, Pharmaceutical Chemistry, Pharmacol­
ogy, and Biopharmacy. A student must maintain a cumulative 2.0 grade point average for 
all courses attempted in the School of Pharmacy to remain in 900d standing. If the 
cumulative average falls below 2.0 the student's status is subject to review by the 
Scholastic Advancement and Appeals Committee. 

PHARMACY RESIDENCE 
The American Association of Colleges of Pharmacy requires that a minimum residency of 
three academic years shall be required to complete the professional years of study for 
a baccalaureate degree in pharmacy. To qualify for a semester of pharmacy residency, a 
student must be registered for at least 12 hours of credit in the School of Pharmacy on 
the Boulder campus. If a student takes a reduced schedule of less that 12 hours for the 
semester or attends the summer session, pharmacy residency will be granted in proportion 
to the number of hours camp l e'ted and the duration of the term, Pharmacy residency wi 11 
not be granted for enrollment at other campuses or through the Division of Continuing 
Education of the University.
