CU Boulder Waitlist/Add/Drop Policy 

1. Automated Waitlist Period (First 1.5 Week - When Student can add classes)
· During the first week and a half of the semester, the waitlist is fully automated meaning students cannot be manually enrolled from the waitlist during this time.
· Students can be dropped if they are not regularly attending class during the first two weeks. This applies to waitlisted and enrolled students.

2. Waitlist Freeze (After Week 1.5 – After Last day to add classes)

Once the waitlist freezes, the Undergraduate Program Professional can enroll students manually under the following conditions:
1. The instructor approves over-enrolling the course.
2. Adding the student does not exceed Lecture/Recitation classroom capacity.
3. The student is next in the waitlist order (students must be enrolled sequentially—e.g., Student #4 on waitlist cannot be enrolled before #1).
3. Student Eligibility to Be Enrolled from the Waitlist
Students must:
· Have no holds on their account.
· Not be enrolled in another section of the same class.
· Have no time conflicts with other enrolled courses.
· Meet all prerequisites/requirements, unless waived by the professor.
4. For a Smooth Enrollment
For students to be enrolled they need to provide:
· First and Last Name
· Student ID
· Class Code and Section (Ex: SOCY 1001-102)
