In this case, please use a 
separate piece of paper to WRITE DOWN your answers so that the instructor can 
correct them. Attention:  Pronunciation exercises (“Pronúncia”) should be done orally 
only and will not be corrected by the instructor.

-COMPOSITIONS (“Composições”) 

Among other pieces of writing, you will write four (official) compositions. For such tasks 
you will be given more time than usual (please check deadlines), and you will be able to 
rewrite your texts for a better grade. You will be given further instructions and hints 
about how to develop them. Please have in mind that they are connected to the grammar 
topics and vocabulary of the correspondent chapters.
