Este curso se propone analizar un conjunto de obras aparecidas en Espafia entre el tltimo
tercio del siglo XIX y hasta la guerra civil que imaginan distintos escenarios de contacto
entre los habitantes de la tierra y otros planetas. Bajo distintas férmulas (el viaje sofiado, el
viaje espiritual, la invasion extraterrestre, la parodia de la novela cientifica), y mediante
diversos mecanismos imaginativos, estos textos plantean una serie de cuestiones en torno
a la naturaleza de la investigacidn cientifica, el lugar del hombre en el cosmos, el
descubrimiento de la alteridad, las formas de contacto civilizatorio o la reconfiguracion de
la geopolitica mundial.

GUIA PARA EL TRABAJO FINAL
Herrero-Senés Fall 2019

El trabajo debe, naturalmente, tener un formato académico. En este sentido, claro,
debe contener una tesis especifica, una argumentacion, unas conclusiones y una
bibliografia. Su extensidon no debe ser superior, incluyendo bibliografia y notas, a las
6,000 palabras, y debe ajustarse a las convenciones MLA (8th edition). Las posibles
ilustraciones no cuentan en el nimero de paginas. El incumplimiento de estas normas
revertird en la nota final a pesar de la calidad en el contenido. En este sentido, cabe
recordar que la practica totalidad de publicaciones académicas rechazan un sensible
numero de articulos por no adecuarse a las convenciones de formato.

A propésito del tema del trabajo, mi primera recomendacién es naturalmente que
consultéis conmigo, por si pudiera daros sugerencias. ElI tema deberia estar relacionado
con los textos de creacion que hemos tratado durante el curso, proporcionando una
interpretacion tedricamente consciente y sostenida de ellos; podéis enfocar el trabajo en
una o mas obras. Aquellos interesados en utilizar textos no tratados en clase deberan
consultar conmigo.

En cuanto a la eleccidn del tema, tres sugerencias basicas:

-Elegid un tema que os estimule y os parezca interesante.

-Priorizad la profundidad sobre la extension.

-Calibrad vuestra ambicion. Suele funcionar mejor concentrarse en un asunto concreto y
a partir de ahi extraer conclusiones generales que no partir de asunciones demasiado
amplias.

En este sentido, un buen ejercicio es intentar plasmar la tesis, el temay los objetivos del
trabajo en un abstract de alrededor de 200 palabras (en un “call for papers”, ése es el
documento por el que se acepta 0 no una propuesta).

Es imprescindible el uso de bibliografia secundaria, sin minimos ni maximos. Mi
consejo es que es mejor centrarse en unas cuantas referencias secundarias que realmente
sean sustanciosas y Utiles. A ese respecto anoto dos fuentes de consulta basicas:

-MLA International bibliography. Acceso desde la web de la biblioteca de CU.
-dialnet.unirioja.es El mejor buscador académico en espafiol. Es de acceso libre y ademas
a menudo incluye abstracts o textos completos.

Pensad que un trabajo de buen nivel académico puede serviros para un paper de una
conferencia e también puede enviarse para publicacion. Todavia existen sitios donde la
calidad sigue siendo el criterio fundamental.

Fechas de entrega: el ultimo dia de clase. Un ejemplar impreso. No se aceptaran
retrasos en la entrega del trabajo a menos que se aleguen razones de mucho peso, ni se
aceptaran copias electronicas. El trabajo puede entregarse antes.
