El curso:

El curso introduce a los estudiantes a obras significativas de la literatura y el cine en catalan o producido
en Catalunya. A través de las obras discutiremos sobre la realidad social y cultural de Catalunya como
un ejemplo o estudio de caso de los temas y problemas de la sociedad occidental contemporanea.

El curso analiza obras literarias desde la época medieval (Tirant lo Blanch) hasta la época actual (Carme
Riera Naturaleza casi muerta (2012)), con ejemplos como Mercé Rodoreda, Quim Monzo, Sergi Belbel o
Sanchez Pifiol; y de géneros diferentes: cuentos, teatro, poesia, novela. El curso también estudia las
adaptaciones al cine de algunas de estas obras literarias asi como el panorama de los tltimos diez afios
del cine hecho en Catalunya. La seleccién de peliculas incluye Pa Negre, Forasters, Ficcié o Catalunya
liber alles, todas ellas ganadoras de premios y reconocimiento en los ultimos diez afios.

Participacion en la clase:

Las clases consisten en la discusiéon y andlisis de la obra concreta que marque el calendario. El
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estudiante debera preparar y trabajar la obra previamente en casa. La lectura o visionado de las
peliculas debe ser atenta y critica. Antes de cada obra, se daran unas pautas para la comprension de
dicha obra.

Intellectual participation in class discussion is fundamental both to your understanding and that of your
peers. For this purpose, you should take notes and think critically about the texts and media before
coming to class. You will find that if you bring all of your questions, opinions, and problems to the
discussion, we all benefit from them. The class format is driven by class discussion, with very few
lectures, therefore regular class attendance is critical to your success.

Asistencia (Attendance):

Students will be allowed three absences. All other absences will lower the final grade (each additional
absence will lower your final grade 1%). In the case of extended health or personal problems it is
essential that you inform the instructor as soon as possible.

Presentacion individual:

Cada estudiante debera hacer una presentacion individual sobre un autor y una obra especificas durante
el curso. Esta presentacion se hara en espafiol, con una duracién de entre 10 y 15 minutos y debera
seguir el formato descrito en las instrucciones que se encuentran en Canvas. Cada presentacion tiene
una fecha concreta. Ademas, habra que incluir un texto con la informacién y los datos mas relevantes.
Los materiales y la presentacion deben entregarse antes del dia asignado.

Ensayos:

Hay tres ensayos durante el curso. Las fechas ya estan asignadas en el calendario (pueden verlo mas
abajo). Estos ensayos deben completarse a través de Canvas donde se encontraran instrucciones
concretas para completarlos.

Tareas post-lectura:

El trabajo final consiste en el analisis y comparacidn de dos de las obras que hayamos trabajado durante
el curso.

(10) Policy on Enrollment in Undergraduate Language Courses- Undergraduate introductory
1000 and 2000-level language courses are designed for non-native speakers. Fluent speakers of that
language are not allowed to enroll in these courses and can be dropped from these courses by the
department or the course instructor. Fluent speakers should consult the department website and the
catalog as well as the course instructor or department language coordinator about their eligibility to
enroll in upper-division 3000 and 4000-level language courses. Departments can exclude fluent
speakers from upper-division language courses based on course content and instructional resources.
Speakers who have not formally studied the language but have spoken the language in their home
should consult with the associate chair of the language department or the department language
coordinator about appropriate placement before enrolling in a language course.
