6. If selected, students are required to send a thank you note to the scholarship donor.

7. A minimum 300 word essay explaining how your military experience combined with your higher education
will benefit your community. Essays not submitted in a Word document will not be accepted. Submit as a
Word document to stewart.elliott@colorado.edu. Please include "VMA Veteran Scholarship" in the subject
line.
